Shirts:  Shirts must be worn tucked in at the waist so the belt or waistband of the pants/skirt is visible at all times.  
Only solid white, black, or red shirts are allowed to be worn under the uniform shirt.
Pants:  Pants must be worn at the waist and must fit the waist snuggly.  Pants should fit appropriately; No 
tight fitting pants, No loose fitting pants, No leggings, No Jeggings
Shorts, Skirts, & Skorts:  Shorts, skirts, & skorts MUST extend to at least two (2) inches above the top of the 

knee when standing upright.  They must be hemmed and the waistband must be visible at all times around 
the entire waist and cannot be rolled.  They MUST fit appropriately; not excessively tight or loose.  Students 
may wear ONLY solid red, white, gray, or black leggings under their school uniform skirts.  
Shoes & Socks:  Socks must be worn with all shoes.  Only tennis shoes must be worn.  Shoes with laces must 

be entirely laced and properly tied. 

Sweatshirts/Jackets/Coats:  Students may wear solid red, white, gray, or black  sweaters, jackets, or 
sweatshirts.  Sweatshirts with the JES school logo can be purchased at school for $25.  Jacket hoods CAN NOT 

be worn on campus.

Water Bottles: Only plastic with closed lids are allowed. Glass and metal water bottles are not permitted. 

Book Bag:  All students must have a book bag.  No rolling book bags are permitted.
4th - 8th grade student book bags must be ONLY clear or see-through. Mesh bags are no longer 
permitted.

Only clear, see-through tote bags, backpacks, or any similar articles are permitted.  Small purses or lunch bags 
are allowed.
Grooming:  Students will have good personal hygiene, including clean combed hair, clean teeth, a clean body, 
and clean clothing.   Appropriate grooming that does not create a disturbance to the school environment is 
mandatory.
 Jewelry:  Students will not wear body piercing, except for pierced earrings worn in the ear lobe.  Earrings must 
be smaller than one inch.

Head coverings are NOT permitted.  This includes hats, caps, hoods, bandanas, scarves, curlers, visors, 

sweatbands, earmuffs, sunglasses, hoods, etc.  Headbands are allowed but must measure less than 2 

inches in width.   All clothing must be appropriate for school.  No holes or ripped clothing, No items that 

symbolize or infer gang membership, violence, drugs, alcohol, tobacco, obscene subject matter, sexual or 

provocative material.  Student violations to the uniform policy will result in disciplinary actions which may 

include the article being confiscated and held for parent pick up or a parent being called to bring the 

correct uniform item to school.  

ONLY HOODLESS SOLID RED, WHITE, GRAY OR BLACK SWEATERS, JACKETS, OR SWEATSHIRTS 

WILL BE ALLOWED.  

NO HOODED OUTERWEAR ALLOWED.
