LeyVa is 
rated in the Red. While suspensions at LeyVa are very low, the dashboard indicates a need to focus on students that are 
Hispanic, Socioeconomically Disadvantaged, and Students with Disabilities. 
 
Students in grades 7-8, are assessed in Math and Language Arts on the CAASPP. At LeyVa, all students scored 
33.85% proficient in Math and 42.48% proficient in Language Arts. Proficiency gaps existed for Hispanic and Students 
with Disabilities in Math. Proficiency gaps existed for Hispanic and Students with Disabilities in Language Arts. 
 
Students designated as English Learners (ELs) take the ELPAC each year in order to measure their progress towards 
English fluency. 51.6% of ELs at LeyVa are making progress towards English language proficiency, putting LeyVa in 
orange. At LeyVa, 10.3% of ELs scored 4 on the summative ELPAC, making them eligible for reclassification as Fluent 
English Proficient (FEP). 
 
The California Science Test (CAST) measures progress towards Science standards for 8th graders. At LeyVa, all 
students scored 26.77% proficient. Proficiency gaps existed for Long-term English Learners, where none were proficient. 
 
Locally, the Evergreen School District uses iReady Diagnostic assessments in grades 7 and 8 to monitor student 
progress toward grade level proficiency. In March of 2025, 41% of all students were “Early on” or “Mid or Above” grade 
level proficiency in Reading. In March of 2025, 37% of all students were “Early on” or “Mid or Above” grade level 
proficiency in Math.

Based on our analysis of metrics and outcomes, the implementation of actions showed varying levels of effectiveness in 
achieving Goal 1, as demonstrated by both qualitative and quantitative indicators. 
 
Action 1.1 Professional Development - demonstrated moderate effectiveness, as evidenced by increased student 
achievement scores in CAASPP. Students in the following sub groups showed increased proficiency but at lower rates 
than all students: 3.7% of Students with Disabilities, a gap of 38.78% and 23.77% of Hispanic or Latino, a gap of 
18.71%. and improved teacher implementation ratings. 
 
Action 1.2 Intervention and Instructional Support - demonstrated moderate effectiveness, as evidenced by increased 
student achievement score in CAASPP. Students in the following sub groups showed increased proficiency but at lower 
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rates than all students: 3.77% of Students with Disabilities, a gap of 30.08% and 15.75% of Hispanic or Latino, a gap of 
18.1%.

There were some notable differences between the intended implementation and the actual execution of budgeted 
strategies and activities at LeyVa Middle School, largely due to challenges with administrative continuity. A significant 
factor impacting implementation was the high turnover in administrative staff over the past several years, which made it 
difficult to maintain a stable and transparent budget. As a result, not all expenditures and budgetary lines were clearly 
communicated or aligned with the original strategic plan when leadership transitioned. 
 
Despite these challenges, the current administration has worked diligently to stabilize operations and ensure that 
resources are allocated effectively. Encouragingly, all site budgets indicate that the total amount available to the school 
will be fully encumbered by June 2025, with less than a 10% variance in all categories. This demonstrates responsible 
financial stewardship and a commitment to aligning spending with schoolwide goals, even in the face of earlier 
inconsistencies.

Based on our analysis of metrics and outcomes, the implementation of actions showed varying levels of effectiveness in 
achieving Goal 2, as demonstrated by both qualitative and quantitative indicators. 
 
Action 3.1 Effective Learning Environments – demonstrated moderate implementation, as evidenced by the provision of 
essential operational supplies and services that supported student access to learning. Resources included classroom 
and department budgets, copier maintenance and supplies, and overtime for staff to complete projects beyond 
contracted hours. These foundational supports contributed to overall student proficiency rates of 42.48% in reading and 
33.85% in math, reflecting the importance of maintaining well-resourced and functional learning environments. 
 
Action 3.2 3.2 Academic Progress Monitoring - demonstrated successful implementation, as evidenced by regular staff 
engagement in academic progress monitoring to inform instruction and improve outcomes.

There were some notable differences between the intended implementation and the actual execution of budgeted 
strategies and activities at LeyVa Middle School, largely due to challenges with administrative continuity. A significant 
factor impacting implementation was the high turnover in administrative staff over the past several years, which made it 
difficult to maintain a stable and transparent budget. As a result, not all expenditures and budgetary lines were clearly 
communicated or aligned with the original strategic plan when leadership transitioned. 
 
Despite these challenges, the current administration has worked diligently to stabilize operations and ensure that 
resources are allocated effectively. Encouragingly, all site budgets indicate that the total amount available to the school 
will be fully encumbered by June 2025, with less than a 10% variance in all categories. This demonstrates responsible 
financial stewardship and a commitment to aligning spending with schoolwide goals, even in the face of earlier 
inconsistencies. 
 
While implementation may not have perfectly matched initial intentions, the school has made significant strides in 
course-correcting and maximizing available funds to support student needs. Going forward, clearer documentation and 
stronger transition protocols will be key to ensuring that future plans are implemented with greater fidelity.

Advisory Committee (DAC).  All DAC representatives will receive written notification regarding 
the time and location of the meetings. 

3.​ Every November, Student-Parent-Teacher conferences take place. The parent, student, and 
teachers will build and sustain a partnership to help the students achieve high standards. 

4.​ Notices and the weekly Bulldog Bulletin Newsletter will be offered in English, Spanish and 
Vietnamese whenever possible. All workshops will offer translation into Spanish and Vietnamese, 
as needed and when available. Additional languages will be accommodated as needed. 

5.​ An ongoing process assessing student progress during the school year and communicating with 
parents will occur through parent conferences, iReady Diagnostic Reports, report cards, letters 
and year-end assessment reports. 

6.​ LeyVa Middle School English Learners Advisory Committee (ELAC) will be formed with the 
majority of its parent representatives elected by parents of participating students in the ELD 
program.

All DELAC parent representatives will receive written notification 
regarding the time and location of the DELAC meetings. 

8.​ Parents will continue to be a major part of the decision-making process during the Student Study 
Team, IEP, and/or 504 meetings. Parents will be requested to attend and provide input regarding 
their child’s progress and will help in planning strategies and activities to assure their child’s 
success in school. 

9.​ An annual survey will be conducted in January (when applicable) of each year that includes 
feedback from staff, parents and students about the needs, concerns, and commendations of the 
school.
