Students and Teachers will be using the 5-Star system for check-in / check-out for the restroom and activities by entering their ID
when departing/returning/arriving. Students have 8 minutes to use the facilities for restroom/water after the first ten minutes and
before the last ten minutes of class. Students are allowed 3 restroom passes per day.

Students on the No Admit List are unable to attend school-sponsored games, dances, and other special events. The No Admit List is
run weekly, so students have the chance to get themselves off the list. Students get put on the list for:

e 6 0r more tardies in a week period

e 2 or more unexcused period or full day absences

Student Parking Permits REQUIRED

All students who drive to school must obtain an EHS Student Parking Permit from our Financial Technician, Mr. Yang. Parking Permit
Applications will be available on August 4, 2025. Students must complete an application and provide a copy of their CA driver's license,
car registration, and insurance. We will start enforcing Parking Permits on the first day of school, August 18, 2025. Parking Permits
must be hung from the rearview mirror and be visible. Students will need to park in the student parking lot in front of the gym.
Students are not allowed to park in the North Parking Lot or the South Parking Lot or any other reserved places for staff and visitors.
With student safety as our primary focus, any student that does not have a parking pass will not be allowed to park on campus.

Parking, Drop-Off, & Pick-Up

Edison High School values the safety and security of our students, staff, and visitors. Our Administrators and Campus Safety
Assistants start arriving at 7:30 am. The main office opens at 7:30 am and closes at 4:30 pm. If you are dropping your child off, we
recommend early arrival to avoid congestion and traffic. Dropping your child off by 8:00 am will ensure they will be on time for class.
Keep in mind heavy traffic begins after 8:00 am. For families who transport their child, we ask that you drop off and pick up in front
of the school due to heavy vehicle and pedestrian traffic in the parking lot.

Student Medication

Students may NOT carry medications on campus without proper approval. For medication to be administered at school, a
Medication at School Form must be signed by the parent and physician and renewed each academic school year.

All medications, including inhalers, prescription meds, and over-the-counter meds are to be reviewed by our School Nurse and
kept in the Nurse's Office in a locked cabinet.

Any emergency medication, such as glucagon, EpiPen and inhaler can be carried by student with a written order from a physician
and cleared by our School Nurse. Education Code Section 49423 defines certain requirements for administration of medication,
“any pupil who is required to take, during the school day, medication prescribed for them by a physician”, if the school district
receives the following:

¢ A written statement from such physician detailing the method, amount, and time schedules by which such medication is to be

taken and
¢ A written statement from the parent or guardian of the pupil indicating the desire that the school

Purpose and Expectations: Students must wear attire appropriate for college and career readiness.

Edison High School's dress code supports:

The school works with families to ensure students are dressed appropriately and ready to learn.

Dress Code Enforcement Process
1.Students out of dress code will be sent to Administration South.
2.They will be offered school-appropriate clothing to change into.
3.Removed clothing will be kept until the end of the school day.
Parents will be contacted if:
e The student is out of dress code.
e The student refuses the provided options.
» No appropriate clothing options are available on campus.
e Parents may be asked to bring compliant clothing to allow the student to return to class.

Continued refusal to comply will result in increased parent communication to determine appropriate next steps.

Student ID Card Requirement
For safety and supervision, students must carry their Edison Student ID Card at all timmes on campus.
Students will be asked to show their ID multiple times daily to verify attendance and classroom presence.

Prohibited Items and Attire
-Professional sports logos/mascots on hats, beanies, do-rags, or clothing
(e.g., Raiders, 49ers, Dodgers, Oakland A's)
-Bulldog-related images or wording
(e.g., Fresno State Bulldogs, Georgetown Hoyas)
-Gang-affiliated attire, including:
-Gang symbols, insignias, or "colors"

-Any clothing item or accessory that is over 50% bright red (bulldog red)
-Any clothing item or accessory that is over 50% royal blue (Dodger blue)
-Clothing with offensive content, including:

-Profanity, obscenity, or sexually explicit references
-Mentions or depictions of drugs, alcohol, or tobacco
-Messages that degrade or stereotype individuals or groups
Overly revealing clothing:

-See-through or sexually suggestive garments
-Exposed undergarments
-Undergarment-style shirts, spaghetti straps, tube tops, halter tops
(e.g.)Tops must fully cover the midriff and meet the top of the pants
(e.g) Skirts, dresses, and shorts must not be more than 4 inches above the knee
Items that may pose a physical threat, such as:
(e.g) Steel-toed boots, chains, and/or spiked or studded accessories

All staff are expected to actively enforce the dress code.
Referrals for violations should be submitted to the Vice Principals for appropriate disciplinary follow-up.

CAREER & TECHNICAL EDUCATION

Edison High School Career Technical Education (CTE) Overview

Edison High School offers multiple CTE pathways. From health care careers to careers in creative arts or engineering, there
are a wide array of options available to Edison students to discover their passion and find a career they enjoy.

Biomedicine - Kinesiology

[

E A 2-year patient care program that emphasizes instruction in Sports Medicine and Athletic Training. Students explore
the science of human movement, including anatomy, physiology, biomechanics, and motor learning. Through a mix
of classroom instruction and hands-on activities, students study how the body functions during physical activity, the
principles of exercise and fitness, and how to prevent and rehabilitate injuries. This program emphasizes the
importance of maintaining a healthy lifestyle and prepares students for careers in health, sports, or fitness-related
fields.

Computer Science

A NAF Certified Academy four-year sequence of courses focusing on object oriented programming, scripting, and
web and application design. Students use their creativity to effectively design, develop, and implement software
projects. Students explore big ideas such as various programming languages, developing efficient algorithms,
integrating information from muiltiple disciplines, and participating in the online programming community.
Classes emulate the real world by challenging students in soft skills such as project management, communication
teamwork, and public speaking. By the end of the program, students will have curated a digital portfolio of work
samples to show future employees.

Digital Photography: A 2-year program that focuses on the history and development of photography while
equipping students with the skills to thrive in the photography industry. Students learn camera operations,
lighting techniques, editing software, and business practices, preparing them for careers as professional
photographers, photo editors, or freelance artists.

Video Production: A 2-year program. Videography is designed to provide students with the technical instruction
and practical experiences for aspiring video and film makers in the production of film, video, and new media
projects for business and entertainment. The second course, Cinematography, will be offered this year.

Green Energy

A California Partnership Academy providing skills and knowledge in the Energy and Utilities industry. Students learn
basic energy principles and advanced electronics in preparation for careers in the growing alternative energy
industry. Through partnerships with PG&E and GRID Alternatives, students participate in work-based learning

experiences such as internships and earning solar certifications. All students receive OSHA-10 certifications before
graduation.

Technical Theater E E

A 2-year program that focuses on all things involved in running a theater - from props, to lighting, to stage
management. Students explore the behind-the-scenes magic that brings a stage production to life. Students '::
learn about set design, lighting, sound, props, and costumes, gaining hands-on experience with the tools and

techniques used in theatre production. From building sets to operating lighting and sound boards, the program
focuses on creativity, problem-solving, and teamwork. Technical Theater offers the skills and knowledge to
transform creative visions into compelling live performances.

Restorative Practices

Edison High School uses restorative practices
to address the academic, social-emotional, and
behavioral needs of our students. This
approach considers the effects of behaviors on
both those harmed and those causing harm.
Our goal is to enhance relationships and
behaviors for everyone, emphasizing the
development of the "whole child." Restorative
practices aim to repair relationships and
restore social norms when expectations are not
met, involving the offender, the offended, and
others impacted by the behavior. While
consequences remain, the focus is on moving
forward and improving future behavior.

To support staff and students in building and
repairing relationships, students who come to
South Admin. will be given the opportunity to
reflect on the interaction to appropriately re-

enter the classroom through the reflection tool.

When appropriate and agreed upon by all
parties, students and staff members will be
given the opportunity to meet in a restorative
circle with the goals of restoring the
relationship and making things as right as
possible.

NOTIFICATION REGARDING EXPULSION

The Fresno Unified School District Board of Education has established policies and standards
of behavior which promote learning and protect the safety and well-being of students. When
these policies are violated, it may be necessary to suspend or expel a student. Board Policy
5144 .1 aligns with California Education Code in its approach to serious offenses.

The following offenses will warrant a mandatory referral for expulsion:

Possessing loaded or unloaded firearms
Brandishing a knife at another person

Unlawfully selling a controlled substance

Sexual assault (including attempt) or sexual battery
Possessing an explosive

The offenses listed above will not be tolerated in school buildings, school grounds, and buses,
going to or coming from lunch or school or at any school-sponsored activity.

For all other violations, the principal shall have the discretion to recommend expulsion of a
student. If expulsion is recommended, the Board shall order the student expelled only if it
makes a finding of either or both of the following:

1. That other means of correction are not feasible or have repeatedly failed to bring
about proper conduct;

2. That due to the nature of the violation, the presence of the student causes a
continuing danger to the physical safety of the student or others

Students who violate applicable Penal Codes, referenced by Board policy, will be referred to
the appropriate law enforcement authorities.

This Board policy is publicized and each student and parent/guardian will be asked to sign a
copy of the Notification Regarding Expulsion. If the letter is not returned to the school, the policy
still applies to all students.

TO PARENTS/GUARDIANS: California’s academic standards—the things we want
students to know and be able to do—are designed so students graduate ready for college and
career. Students across California in grades 3-8 and grade 11 take the California Assessment
of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP) assessments each spring. The online tests
were created specifically to gauge each student’s performance in English language
arts/literacy (ELA), mathematics, and science. These tests measure the skills called for by the
academic standards, including the ability to write clearly, think critically, and solve problems.

The English Language Proficiency Assessments for California (ELPAC) measure how well
English learner students are progressing with English language development in each of four
domains: Listening, Speaking, Reading, and Writing.

IMPORTANT: Parents/Guardians have the right to exempt their child from CAASPP
assessments pursuant to CA EdCode Section 60615. You may annually submit a written
request to the principal of your child’s school to excuse your child from any or all parts of the
CAASPP assessments. The regulations do not provide a parent exemption option for any
ELPAC tests.

The computer adaptive
section includes a range of item types, such as selected response, constructed response, table, fill-in, graphing, and so
forth. The PTs are extended activities that measure a student’s ability to integrate knowledge and skills across multiple
standards—a key component of college and career readiness.

The goal of the CAA is to ensure that students with the most
significant cognitive disabilities attain increasingly higher achievement levels and leave high school ready for academic or
career options. The test items are aligned with the State Standards for ELA and mathematics and are based on the Core
Content Connectors. The CAAs are computer-based two-stage adaptive tests. They are administered to students in a one-
on-one environment by a test examiner who is familiar with the student.

California Science Tests (CAST)

The CAST is part of California’s state testing program. The purposes of the CAST are to assess student knowledge and
skills in science and to foster science education.

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CONFIRMATION OF POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

1. Admission (Initials)
The Fresno Unified School District (FUSD) After School Program (ASP) is a voluntary program. There is no cost to students enrolled in the
program; however, there is a limited number of students who can be served based on staffing and facilities. Students may only participate in the
after school program at their school of enroliment. The FUSD After School Program is for students in grades TK through 12.

2. Daily Sign In/QOut (Initials)
Your child must check in with the program immediately after dismissal from school so accurate attendance can be taken. An After School
Program employee will sign your child "IN" when they make the transition from the regular school program to the FUSD After School Program.
Parent(s) or designee(s) must sign their child “OUT" when they pick up their children from the program using their full first and last names
(STATE LAW). The persons listed on the child's Release of Liability and/or Emergency Card are the only people allowed to take the
child from the FUSD After School Program, and they must present a picture identification if requested.

3. Late Pick-up (Initials)
If the After School Staff have not been contacted by 6:00 p.m. (or 15 minutes after program closing time) the Fresno Police Department
and/or Child Protective Services may be contacted and asked to pick up your child. Parents/Guardians who pick up their child late three (3)
times beyond program closing time. or two (2) repeated late child pick-ups of 30 minutes or more will be issued a Termination of Program letter.
Upon receipt of the Termination of Program letter, the student will be suspended from the program and will be asked to reapply. (This is done
for the staff and the child’s safety).

4. Dropping Child from Program (Initials)
If you plan to drop your child from the program, please notify your child’s After School Program Site Lead or Coordinator.

5. Absences (Initials)
If a child is unable to attend the regular school day (for any reason, including illness and suspension), they may not attend the FUSD After
School Program for that day.

6. Termination of Service (Initials)
The FUSD After School Program is a voluntary program. Therefore, adherence to the regulations stated in this registration form is mandatory.
Your child’s tutorial and enrichment services at the FUSD After School Program may be terminated for the following reasons: three late pick-
ups (15 minutes after program closing time), disruptive behavior, and repeated pick-up without signing child out.

7. Behavior Management Goals (Initials)
The FUSD After School Program'’s goal is to help develop in each child the ability to independently control his/her own behavior in a safe learning
environment. Age-appropriate rules are designed to ensure that every child will be successful and will be explained to all children and
consistently implemented. All district, school and program rules must be followed (e.g., Dress Code, Safety, and Behavior). Any disruptive
behavior that affects the program or the safety of other children can be grounds for removal from the program.

8. Staffing (Initials)
The staff to student ratio in the FUSD After School Program is 1:20 (1:10 for TK/K). Each staff member is fingerprinted through the Justice
Department. All staff members are given opportunities to participate in on-going professional development to improve their content knowledge
and instructional skills.

9. Food/Snacks (Initials)
Children are offered a snack at all FUSD After School Program sites.

10. lliness and Injuries (Initials)
Should a child become ill, the parents will be notified to promptly pick up their child. Staff will make every effort to ensure the safety of your
child. However, minor accidents may occur. If your child is injured in the FUSD After School Program, First Aid procedures will be followed. In
the case of a serious accidental injury, we will make every attempt to contact you. We will also call 911, when and if appropriate, while continuing
to administer basic First Aid procedures. All non-routine incidents that result in staff using corrective, preventative, investigative and/or safety
of personnel procedures are reported to the District using the F.U.S.D. Incident Report or the F.U.S.D General Liability Accident Report.

11. Medication (Initials)
Nurses are not available during After School Program. A student is not allowed to carry medication on themselves on the school grounds.
Students who need inhalers must follow the protocol established by Fresno Unified School District.

12. Child Protective Services (Initials)
All "childcare custodians" are Mandated Reporters inclusive of public-school employees (California Penal Code sections 11164 and 11174.3).
As a mandated reporter, if an employee knows or has reasonable suspicion that a child is being abused and/or neglected or has been abused
and/or neglected, the Child Protective Services Agency will be notified, and all required procedures will be followed. Mandated reporters must
file a Child Abuse Report Form SS8572 within 36 hours of their verbal reports.

It is the expectatlon of the Fresno Unified School District that students will attend the after school
program each day school is in session and comply with all rules and policies. If an elementary
school pupil is unable to attend the after school program for the full day every day, the
parent/guardian must input an early release code indicating the reason for requesting early
release on the student sign out sheet on the specific date and time that the pupil will be leaving
early.

Non-compliance with the attendance and early release policy may result in disenroliment from the
program.

EC Section 8483(a)(1)(A)(i): Every afterschool component of a program established pursuant to
this article shall commence immediately upon the conclusion of the regular school day, and
operate a minimum of 15 hours per week, and at least until 6 p.m. on every regular school day,
students are not required to stay the entire length of the program.

EC Section 8483(a)(3): In order to develop an age-appropriate after school program for pupils in
middle school or junior high school, programs established pursuant to this article may implement
a flexible attendance schedule for those pupils.

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Purpose:

The FUSD After School Program provides structured tutorial and enrichment programming for school-
age children at many Fresno Unified School District sites. Programs are staffed by qualified after school
staff members. The program operates on a daily basis to coincide with the regular school calendar and
operates from the end of the school day until at least 6:00 PM. Students participating in the FUSD
After School Program are required to participate in all the components of the program.

ASP General Policies and Procedures

1. State guidelines require that each year the After School Programs enroll students into the program.

2. Each school site will enroll students to capacity.

3. As part of the enroliment process, when one family is selected, all siblings in the family attending a
regional camp that are listed on the “After School Program (ASP) Application Form” will be accepted
into the program.

4. A waiting list will be established at each site should program interest exceed current staffing and
facilities requirements, and open positions will be filled from the waiting list.

5. Enroliment is based on a staff-to-student ratio of 1:20 (1:10 for TK/K).

6. Itis the intent of the After School Program that all students are expected to participate in the
program from the end of the school day until at least 6:00 p.m. Students who leave regularly
prior to 6:00 p.m. must have an Early Release Form completed by the parent on file. The state

provides several validated reasons for a child to be released early. (See Early Release Policy
for a list of codes)

7. All students in the FUSD After School Program will participate in all state-mandated components of
the After School Program. These components include: Homework Support, Academic Tutorials,
Healthy Snack, Physical Fitness, and Enrichment Activities

8. The After School Program is to give first priority enroliment for pupils as follows:

(A) First priority shall go to pupils who are identified by the program as homeless youth, as
defined by the federal McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. Sec. 11434a), at the
time that they apply for enrollment or at any time during the school year, to pupils who are identified
by the program as being in foster care, and to pupils who are eligible for free or reduced-price meals.
(B) For programs serving middle and junior high school pupils, second priority shall go to
pupils who attend daily. .

This subdivision does not require a program to verify, or a school district to disclose to an after
school program, that a pupil applying for or participating in the program is a homeless youth, a foster
youth, or eligible for free or reduced-price meals.

This subdivision does not require or authorize the disenrollment of a current participant in order to
secure the enroliment of a pupil who has priority for enroliment.

(D) A program shall inform the parent or caregiver of a pupil of the right of homeless children,
foster children, and children eligible for free or reduced-price meals to receive priority enroliment
and how to request priority enrollment.

(E) For purposes of identifying a pupil who is eligible for priority enrollment pursuant to
subdivision (c), the administrators of a program shall allow self-certification of the pupil as a
homeless youth, a foster youth, or eligible for free or reduced-price meals. Administrators of a
program may also obtain this information through the school district liaison designated for homeless
children if the school district has a waiver on file allowing for the release of this information.
