The school was able to provide a wider array of wrap around services for high needs students. This included 24/7
tutoring for students in their native languages through an online, chat-based service, a larger array of course
options with the opportunity to translate text into their native language, social/emotional support and education,
future vocation and education planning, technology home check-out program, diagnostic testing, and intervention
support through concentrated skill-based classes.

Plan Summary [2023-24]

General Information
A description of the LEA, its schools, and its students in grades transitional kindergarten—12, as applicable to the LEA.

The only charter school within Moorpark Unified, IvyTech Charter offers an independent study program as well as an onsite structured
program to both middle and high school students, grades 7-12, seeking an alternative to the traditional school setting. Additionally, IvyTech
offers students dual enrollment opportunities within the local community college district (Moorpark CC, Ventura CC, Oxnard CC, and Pierce
CC). This opportunity allows students to concurrently engage and earn college credits as they complete the coursework necessary for high
school graduation.

Program Description:

IvyTech has more than a decade of experience providing access to instructional materials through digital Learning Management Systems
that facilitated remote work 24/7, as long as students have a computer and internet access. The school provides learners a robust set of
nonclassroom-based, Independent Study program choices. Students can choose a truly independent study program that allows them the
flexibility in their schedule to engage in other activities, such as working or pursuing extracurricular activities professionally, while still having
weekly check-ins and support times with their instructors through Zoom. A second option provides similar flexibilities in schedule, but with the
added component of weekly onsite meetings and opportunities to work in small groups with subject-matter instructors. A third choice offers
students the most amount of structured support through a 3-day/week schedule. This option provides students with full days of instruction in
courses that most resemble a traditional high school experience covering core subjects and electives.

As an independent study school, lvyTech has always incorporated an on-site component to provide a blended structure and support for
online courses. In previous years, IvyTech had created a program that was designed to help supplement A-G independent study courses by
providing hands-on labs for science, real-world applications of engineering and mathematics, as well as a global context from which to launch
inquiries and investigations. This onsite component has been transitioned into learning cohorts that allow all learners, but especially students
with special needs, foster youth, and English learners to have access to regular onsite, in-person, structured instruction.

IvyTech Charter School Vision Statement:

IvyTech Charter School will educate its students to have the knowledge, character, and critical skills necessary to explore and contribute to
the world in positive ways. Through effective communication and inspired collaboration, lvyTech students will graduate with purpose. They

Our blended curriculum model integrates online curriculum and onsite learning. Both are rich in the use of 21st-century technology tools,
such as: 3D printing, digital recording, blogging, podcasting, photo editing, video production and editing, and online discussion forums.
IvyTech is staffed with 4 core full-time instructors and 2 elective/support instructors who offer live sessions of classes and ongoing individual
advisory. As a result, IvyTech Charter School is uniquely positioned to serve students in a wide spectrum of grades and across a broad
range of diversified abilities.

The campus of IvyTech Charter is comprised of two buildings located across from each other within a newly constructed business center.
The school has five different classrooms, only three of which are enclosed, the other two are ‘open air’ classrooms which work to facilitate an
open flow of students seeking individual and small group instruction. The facility has a professional-grade recording studio, video lab, kitchen,
and makerspace. Each classroom is equipped with a computer, Zoom room, sound system, and whiteboard. To support student access to
online curricula, the school has over 100 Chromebooks for on-campus use, with a comparable number of devices for student use at home.
IvyTech has created a mobile lab with Apple Macbooks. Computers are also available for long-term check-out upon administrative approval.

Reflections: Successes
A description of successes and/or progress based on a review of the California School Dashboard (Dashboard) and local data.

All program successes for the current school year, based upon a review of the California School Dashboard are one-dimensional. Due to the
Covid-19 pandemic, state law allows the 2022 Dashboard to only display the most current year of data, also known as "Status". For this year
only, performance levels are reported using one of five Status levels ranging from (Very High, High, Medium, Low, and Very Low) for state
measures and lack the comparative context to previous dashboards. Due to the gap in data reporting, this LCAP will compare results from
the 2019 Dashboard.

Highlighted areas of improvement:
The graduation rate of 46.9% (2019) increased to 63% (2022) and is projected to be 80% in 2023.

The school's local indicators show that all aspects of the performance standards have been satisfactorily met.

*All teachers and courses are properly assigned, and the school has full implementation of professional development for ELA, Math, NGSS,
and history/social studies.

*All course materials provided are aligned to the most recently adopted state academic standards and meet the requirements set out by the
Williams settlement.

*lvyTech regularly engages with educational partners to elicit input on school goals and to garner feedback about progress toward achieving
established benchmarks. Additional outreach has been made to encourage parent participation in school activities and governance.
*lvyTech administers an annual survey to students to elicit input and feedback about school goals and program developments.

*lvyTech administers the California Healthy Kids Survey to all students, grades 7-12, every other year.

*IvyTech offers students over 150 A-G approved courses. Additionally, the school supports students and offers them the opportunity to enroll
in CTE courses through Ventura County's Career Education Center and college courses through the local community college district.

Reflections: Identified Need

A description of any areas that need significant improvement based on a review of Dashboard and local data, including any areas of low
performance and significant performance gaps among student groups on Dashboard indicators, and any steps taken to address those areas.

The California Schools Dashboard for 2022 indicates that the school has experienced an increase in Chronic Absenteeism as well as drops
in both English Language Arts and Mathematics scores on state assessments. To address chronic absenteeism, the school has bolstered
supports for independent study students by introducing onsite structured support opportunities at the school's learning center. These classes,
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coupled with targeted intervention courses, are designed to identify low-performing students and provide just-in-time support, as well as
longitudinal growth plans.

The California Schools Dashboard partially reflects the learning loss caused by the pandemic and the disruption of normal educational
delivery. lvyTech employed diagnostic testing software, Star Renaissance, for Math and ELA. These tests were administered at the start of
each semester and were utilized to identify students requiring immediate interventions in these areas. All grade levels are struggling to
perform at or above grade level expectations, but the Middle School and 9th graders especially have been negatively impacted by learning
loss from the pandemic. The school put in place intervention classes designed to provide additional support for students with essential skill
development. The results of the diagnostics are as follows:

7th: ELA - 33% perform at or above grade level. Math - 29% perform at or above grade level.
8th: ELA - 73% perform at or above grade level. Math - 30% perform at or above grade level.
9th: ELA - 50% perform at or above grade level. Math - 50% perform at or above grade level.
10th: ELA - 36% perform at or above grade level. Math - 29% perform at or above grade level.
11th: ELA - 24% perform at or above grade level. Math - 50% perform at or above grade level.
12th: ELA - 27% perform at or above grade level. Math - 42% perform at or above grade level.

Unduplicated Pupils

7th: ELA - 0% perform at or above grade level. Math - 0% perform at or above grade level.
8th: ELA - 25% perform at or above grade level. Math - 33% perform at or above grade level.
9th: ELA - 0% perform at or above grade level. Math - 0% perform at or above grade level.
10th: ELA - 33% perform at or above grade level. Math - 17% perform at or above grade level.
11th: ELA - 22% perform at or above grade level. Math - 63% perform at or above grade level.
12th: ELA - 33% perform at or above grade level. Math - 33% perform at or above grade level.

Students require more options and support to demonstrate Career and College Readiness (CCR) by the time they graduate. Many of the
students that transfer to the school partway through their high school career are behind pace on fulfilling all A-G requirements. This pathway
has been the traditional approach the school has utilized to demonstrate students' CCR. The school is investigating alternative pathways that
have also been designated as Career and College Readiness Indicators, such as Career Technical Education (CTE) pathway, and duel
enrollment in courses at the local community colleges.

Middle School students have shown a decline in scores, attendance, and work productivity. This lvyTech program requires more staffing and

onsite structured support opportunities for this learning community. The independent study environment has proven to be difficult for 7th and
8th graders to find success.
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LCAP Highlights

A brief overview of the LCAP, including any key features that should be emphasized.

IvyTech has revamped its independent study programs to better support learners wanting more agency and choice in their education. The
school rearranged traditional learning spaces into Zoom Rooms that would accommodate small cohorts of learners. This will require a focus
effort on facility improvements such as updating wireless infrastructure, expansion of school infrastructure, and purchasing additional
equipment to better handle the demands of new teaching paradigms. The school will continue to partnered with Paper Tutoring to offer
students 24/7 chat-based tutoring in all subject areas and is accessible to learners in English, French, Mandarin, and Spanish. The school
will continue to expanded efforts at supporting the Social and Emotional Learning of students with onsite support and advisory classes
coupled with additional professional development and support for teachers. lvyTech will continue to focus on improving academics at the
school by expanding support services based on diagnostic testing data. The school will continue to improve course offerings with expanded
A-G approved curricula which includes support in multiple native languages through Edgenuity. Additionally, IlvyTech will increase the
availability of computers and internet hotspots for home use to improve the continuity of learning students experience away from school.

IvyTech Charter was identified in 2019 for Comprehensive Support and Improvement for Graduation Rate. As of the 2022-23 School Year,
IvyTech has not been indicated as being eligible for CSI funding.

IvyTech was identified for CSl in the 2019-20 school year based on results of the 2019 California School Dashboard state indicators.
Dashboard results were provided to lvyTech administrators in February 2020 identifying criteria by which the school was designated for CSI.
IvyTech received a red performance color in one of the three state indicators it received: Graduation rate received a performance rate of
46.9%. The Charter applied for ESSA section 1003 funds and was awarded $170,123 to develop and implement a plan with stakeholders to
improve student outcomes. School administrators and lead staff were notified of the CSI designation, site responsibilities, CSI plan

requirements, and funding information.

Monitoring and Evaluating Effectiveness

Grant funds will be disbursed
to support plan implementation in accordance with grant requirements, which may include staff development and purchasing supplemental
instructional materials and programs. Students will also be surveyed to assess their social-emotional and mental health.
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Engaging Educational Partners

IvyTech Charter School believes that meaningful educational partner engagement plays an important role in the development of a plan to
effectively meet the needs of its students. To ensure that all partners are involved, a variety of meetings and surveys were used in the LCAP
process to review goals and the most recent data. Input from all educational partners is gathered together and general themes are identified.
Solutions are proposed and the LCAP team works collaboratively to develop a comprehensive plan.

Community Engagement:

IvyTech conducted two major surveys during the school year.

These surveys were administered at different stages through the school year and gathered quantitative data on school climate, academic
satisfaction, safety at school, social/emotional well-being, engagement, and participation.

Staff Engagement: The staff provides input at regular weekly meetings. The staff held dedicated LCAP meetings in March and April to review
the current LCAP goals and actions.

Input from the community and stakeholder groups yielded several emerging themes:

Conditions of Learning/Assessment

*Need for additional learning tools to access 21st-century skills and technologies. Specifically, families have identified the need for cellular
hotspots that can be checked out for home use when internet access is unreliable.

*Need for increased structured support opportunities for Middle Schoolers.

Pupil Outcomes
*Need for individual student longitudinal progress monitoring to gauge learning loss.
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*Need for increased support of learning paths that promote Career and College Readiness either through A-G requirements, CTE pathways,
or Duel Enroliment opportunities
*Need for increase in social-emotional resilience.

Engagement

*Need for additional opportunities for parental involvement through conferences and engagement activities.

*Offer more parent walkthroughs/training sessions so parents can better understand lvyTech instruction and how they can support their
students at home.

Specific Feedback by Educational Partner Group:

Students

*Learners at IvyTech have felt undue amounts of emotional stress caused by the pandemic.

*Learners new to Independent Study have found that they require more opportunities to work in a quiet space with structure and support.
*Learners would like more opportunities to attempt academically advanced course offerings.

*Learners would like the school to offer more elective options.

Parents

*Families would also like students to have more elective options.

*Families have requested additional onsite structured support opportunities and options for laboratory science classes.

*Families are struggling with securing resources such as reliable internet access, computers, food, and transportation for their students.

Staff

*Increase in professional developments in supporting student centered learning and SEL development.

*Increase in field trips and real world exposure to local examples of culture, humanities, history, mathematics, and science.

*Opportunities to develop CTE pathways.

*More grade-level or achievement-based categorization and specialization of lesson materials is needed to address the variance of student
achievement levels present, and the amount of students not on-level.

*More practice with pre-test preparatory CAASPP materials.

*A change in local assessment system that is more utilitarian and reliable as a benchmarking tool to index students’ performance on
CAASPRP tests.

Educational partner input influenced IvyTech's decision to implement and fund programs directly related to improving access to materials,
content knowledge, course offerings, and support services.

Based upon partner input, the school has included the following initiatives in its LCAP:
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*Provide staff training and support on identifying and overcoming barriers to pupil engagement and creating a positive school climate.
*Provide staff training on Social and Emotional Learning (SEL) and strategies to support students K-12 by helping teachers create a
classroom environment characterized by optimism, compassion, engagement, promoting resilience, and fostering expressions of gratitude,
empathy, and connection to others.

*Purchase supplemental materials to support SEL at all levels.

*Increase support for students and their families to ensure connectivity and access to learning materials both at school and at home.

As lvyTech continues to improve its programs, the school has identified the need to reduce the dropout rate for each graduating cohort by
providing multiple pathways toward achieving a high school diploma. Additionally, ITCS needs to solidify pathways of transition for students
into the postsecondary world, whether that be higher education or career tech. English learners and students in socioeconomically
challenging situations often find themselves at a disadvantage when it comes to demonstrating mastery of content knowledge on traditional
assessments, thus stalling their academic progress. "There is an urgency to think the ELA performance gap might be correlated with the
combination of these two [Socioeconomic & English Language Learner Status] contributing sociocultural factors." (Li, Daren. 2019. Impacts
of Socioeconomic and ELL Status on English Language Arts)

IvyTech endeavors to encourage academic growth by providing unique learning experiences, tailored to individual learners. In this way, the
school can honor the educational journey each learner travels and provide unique support for disadvantaged and at-risk learners. ELL, SES,
and foster youth often find themselves falling through gaps in a system that can easily overlook them in a crowded classroom. lvyTech
empowers teachers to create well-supplied, technology-rich learning environments and experiences, that, in turn, engage and empower
these learners. "Educational equity should be conceptually understood as the comparability of learning opportunities and experiences to
make high-status knowledge and school success more accessible to students who are diversified by culture, ethnicity, class, and gender. We
must also expand teachers' strategies for providing opportunities to learn to all students regardless of race, class, and gender. Understanding
that the application of bias is unconscious, we should provide structured staff development in alternative teaching strategies such as
cooperative learning, role-playing, tutoring, team learning, demonstrating, coaching, problem-solving, and nondirective teaching. Staff
development must also be targeted toward helping teachers understand better how culturally different students go about the process of
learning and demonstrating what they have learned. Teaching teachers to design, evaluate and use alternative evaluation techniques should
also increase accuracy in judging student [achievement]."

The school adopted new elective options and overbudgeted course materials. The school's staff were able to capitalize upon equipment
already owned by the school which brought the costs associated with these programs down.

Action 1.3 - 879% of budgeted expenditures were spent on this action.

The difference between budget expenditures and actual expenditures for action item 3 were significantly greater than anticipated. The school
spent more on resources to expand offerings by providing access to effective learning materials. Originally only $4000 was allotted for this
action item. But during the course of the year, with expanded demand for onsite services the school increased expenses to $35,000.

Action 1.4 - N/A - no money was earmarked for, or spent on this action.
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An explanation of how effective the specific actions were in making progress toward the goal.

Action 1.1 - Hire/Retain Professional Teaching Staff

The school replaced two veteran teachers who had transferred over to administrative duties with new hires. These new additions to the team
are both engaged in continuing education to further their professional development and enhance IvyTech's learning community. All teaching
staff have elected to return for the 23-24 school year and are enthusiastic about continuing to grow the programs at the school.

Action 1.2 - Expansion and Support of Curriculum

Instructors have utilized an array of curricula from a variety of sources such as Apex, Edgenuity, and Omega Math by Westcott University.
These materials are supported and enhanced by outside learning resources such as FluencyTutor, Magma Math, and this year, the school
enhanced educational experiences with a field trip to the California Science Museum. Instructors have utilized emerging tools such as GPT
Zero to detect academic dishonesty stemming from advances in Al. Other technologies have been integrated to provide students with real-
world and practical data and skills that will be used to make them more informed citizens. This includes information on banking and accounts,
inflation, insurance, loans, career readiness, and investments. Curriculum supports allow independent study students to go through classes
at their own pace with higher rates of success.

Action 1.3 - Purchase Effective Instructional Materials

The school attracts and retains students in the various programs offered because of the unique and non-traditional learning experiences the
school provides. The school invests in learning and instructional materials that make it easier to turn mistakes into “teaching moments”, but
still allows for hands-on time for help with extra projects. Students that struggle with skills are encouraged to use alternative texts and/or
resources to make the subject matter accessible to all learners. This year, the school piloted an elective course that could fulfill history or
math requirements, and it centered around project-based learning with Minecraft as the primary medium to demonstrate concept mastery.
English courses such as creative writing have been facilitated with screenwriting and role-playing classes. 3D printing, baking, and cooking
classes not only engage learners but impart real-world skills that can help with future employment opportunities. Ellevation Math originally
designed and intended for use with English Language Learners has also been utilized for lower-achieving students to help with content
vocabulary. The zSpace computers have worked out very well, in particular for anatomy especially when coupled with the native anatomy
curriculum.

Action 1.4 - Develop and Support Performance Assessments

Instructors utilize assessments that accompany purchased curricula and augment those with benchmarking tools that are customized by
instructors to align with each course's learning objectives. Teachers couple this with STAR testing results to ensure that they are on the right
track with skills acquisition and development. Teachers in all subject areas develop multiple modalities for assessing student knowledge and
concept mastery.

IvyTech experienced a higher enroliment of students receiving Educationally Related Social Emotional Services (ERSES) and Collaborative
Educational Services (COEDS) than it has in the past. In previous years these services were contracted through and paid for by the Ventura
County Special Education Learning Plan Area (SELPA). With Assembly Bill 602 taking effect as of January 1st, 2022, the school became
responsible for funding these services and providing space on campus for services to take place.
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An explanation of material differences between Budgeted Expenditures and Estimated Actual Expenditures and/or Planned Percentages of
Improved Services and Estimated Actual Percentages of Improved Services.

Action 2.1 - 640% of budgeted expenditures were spent on this action.

With the responsibility of ERSES and COEDS funding falling on the school, and lacking historical and experiential data to plan for this switch-
over, lvyTech under-budgeted for some of the actions in this category. Originally Action 1 only was budgeted for an allotment of $5000, but
the school has spent an excess of $20,000 on expanding counseling services. To further support students, staff members participated in an

array of professional developments. The school expanded the amount of professional development opportunities which increased costs from
the budgeted amount of $20,000 to $36,000.

Action 2.2 - 385% of budgeted expenditures were spent on this action.

After the creation of the 22-23 LCAP, the school administration and school board identified additional training opportunities to strengthen staff
preparedness and resilience in the face of emergencies.

Action 2.3 - 33% of budgeted expenditures were spent on this action.
The school purchased ad hoc materials to service this action item. When the school created the budget for the 22-23 LCAP, the plan had

been to adopt a comprehensive program with a price tag of $20,000. It was determined during the review process, prior to the final purchase,
that the program being investigated was not an adequate fit for the school and its programs.

Action 2.1 - Increase SEL support

In the 22-23 school year, a concerted effort was made to positively impact the social and emotional well-being of our students. The school
introduced an onsite advisory support class that meets three times a week. In Advisory, students have time to share how they are doing and
share what they do in their time away from school. They also discuss topics such as anxiety, stress, perseverance, grit, understanding
emotions, and a growth mindset. The students have an opportunity to reflect on how they feel about these topics as well as take inventory of

what their emotions are and how to better talk about them. On the CoVitality survey students took inventory of their own mindsets in regard to
their strengths.

Action 2.2 - Offer SEL Professional Development to all Teachers

Teachers were introduced to new concepts at the annual Computer Using Educators conference which helped teachers to develop ideas and
access resources to better support the social and emotional needs of lvyTech's students. Teachers also participated in an array of
professional developments for each of the tools and diagnostics that were purchased to support students.

Action 2.3 - Offer SEL Curriculum to Students

The advisory class saw the school's first efforts at offering an organized approach to holistic social and emotional development for students.
Although many students had previously requested enhanced SEL support and opportunity, the school experienced pushback from some
students that didn't feel comfortable being emotionally vulnerable in the school environment.

ITCS services a unique population of students who are often leaving traditional educational environments for a multitude of reasons (e.g.
SEL, behavioral, pursuit of a professional career). Students sometimes join the school in the middle of a semester due to outside factors. The
need to track student progress longitudinally and holistically has become paramount, especially in light of the unique learning loss situations
that resulted from lockdowns and other restrictions that stemmed from the response to the Covid-19 pandemic. IvyTech chose the Star
Assessments by Renaissance because it was a reliable, well-used tool and would allow the school to track student demographics by
socioeconomic, ELL, SpEd, or Foster Youth status.

The school had been investigating different ways of supporting English Language Learners across all subject areas. After the writing of the
22-23 LCAP, the school became aware of Ellevation, an all-subject language support platform, being utilized by a number of other charter
schools in Ventura County. The planning and expense of this program were not accounted for on the previous LCAP but perfectly aligned
with action item 3.1 of providing all learners with the academic support that is appropriate for their individual educational needs.

An explanation of material differences between Budgeted Expenditures and Estimated Actual Expenditures and/or Planned Percentages of
Improved Services and Estimated Actual Percentages of Improved Services.

Action 3.1 - 116% of budgeted expenditures were spent on this action.

The differences between expenditures and estimated actual expenditures stem from the adoption of additional support software of English
Learners. The purchase of ELLevation software accounted for an additional expenditure of $23,537.50.

Action 3.2 - 142% of budgeted expenditures were spent on this action.
The projected cost of devices was underestimated due to the rising cost of technologies because of inflation.
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Action 3.3 - 45% of budgeted expenditures were spent on this action.
The software package that was purchased from Renaissance only included the STAR Diagnostic exams, but when budgeting was done for
the 22-23 LCAP, the school had been considering a larger suite of services from the company.

An explanation of how effective the specific actions were in making progress toward the goal.

Action 3.1 - Academic Support

IvyTech has expanded student support utilizing PAPER TUTORING which offers 24/7, chat-based tutoring in all academic subject areas, in
multiple languages. This tool is available to all students at the school but was chosen based on the exemplary quality of the service and its
accessibility to English Language Learners. Teachers have found the implementation of this service to be an integral tool that can be
adapted to enhance their instruction, too. Teachers report that by requiring students to submit the first draft of writing assignments through
the Paper platform, the first draft quality has improved dramatically. These improvements have been ubiquitous amongst the school's
subgroups and have proven an especially effective tool for low-performing students struggling to recover from learning loss.

The most requested subject area topics broke down as follows:

3% of total usage was for social studies,

6% of total usage was for essay writing,

6% of total usage was for higher-level mathematics courses completed through the school's dual enroliment program with local junior
colleges,

23% of total usage was for elementary-level mathematics (learning loss recovery efforts),

40% of total usage was for geometry.

ZOOM is another tool that has been essential for, not only meeting with the at-home students that are joining on-site classes synchronously
through the platform but also for providing opportunities for students experiencing specific life events that prevent them from being physically
present.

Zoom is also key for this course as it allows students at home to participate in class even when at home. All information, including physical
documents, that is provided to the class is always available for online learners via the Buzz and Zoom system, including classes that are
recorded and sent to students on request so they have access to the same materials as their peers. This also means students who miss
class will still have access to all missed materials.

MAGMA MATH is a great tool for drilling down and seeing how students work through problems and where they get stuck in the process of
solving problems. This tool makes it easy to see student progression in skill development, over time. The color-coding of the platform, green
for the first try, yellow for subsequent tries, and red for giving up is a good, quick look at procedural fluency and aids in the process of
providing timely feedback and support to students struggling through concepts.
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ELLEVATION is a platform that prepares English Language Learners to understand in-class instruction by teaching them the academic
language they must know to access rigorous, grade-level content. Not only does this platform offer support for students but also offered
professional development and tools that teachers can use to enhance their instruction.

Action 3.2 - Technology Assistance Program

The school purchased 47 new Chromebooks in the 22-23 school year. The school also purchased 10 wifi hotspots with T-Mobile cell service
and paid for the monthly service plan for these devices. The school checked out 31 devices to students during the 22-23 school year and 5
hotspots were loaned out. 61.3% of these devices were loaned out to socioeconomically disadvantaged and/or homeless and foster youth.

Action 3.3. - Outside Diagnostic Tool

The school has fully implemented a diagnostic testing regimen with the Renaissance STAR English and Math exams being administered at
the start of enrollment and at the end of the school year. The STAR tests have helped with identifying students in need of intervention and
extra support. Testing has also provided concrete longitudinal measures of student skill growth which has prompted the school and staff to
reevaluate program effectiveness, specifically for middle schoolers. Unfortunately, the reports from the diagnostic have not been helpful in
predicting student outcomes on state testing. The reports from STAR are very detailed and give example activities of what to practice for
each skill. The main struggle the school encounters with the STAR tests is having students give their best effort and not disregard it. STAR is
a great tool, but it can only give accurate reports if the student input is accurate. The school has conducted research about alternative
diagnostic options that will provide better predictive analysis of student outcomes, and growth potential. Additionally, the school
administration is investigating ways of improving student attitudes towards testing to encourage the development of a positive testing
environment ethos.

Due to the limitations that have been discovered over the last two years of implementation of the Star Renaissance diagnostic software,
IvyTech has chosen to adopt a new outside diagnostic tool that is a more reliable predictor of student outcomes on State testing. The NWEA
suite of diagnostic testing not only covers mathematics, but also a wider array of English Language Arts standards and science. Starting in
the 23-24 school year, metrics for this goal will be measured using the NWEA tests, but the school will continue to use the Star Renaissance
diagnostic results as a baseline for comparison.

Due to the recurring themes of violence being committed on school grounds around the country, IvyTech was motivated to increase spending
on facilities to improve the security, safety, and emergency preparedness infrastructures of the school. The school invested in enhancing
security camera coverage and alarm monitoring, network security, and telecommunications resilience.

Action 4.1 - 147% of budgeted expenditures were spent on this action.

Costs to improve the school's facilities exceeded budgeted expenditures because, at the time of the writing of the 22-23 LCAP, the

expansion of the school safety system had not been included in calculations which caused actual expenditures to go beyond the budgeted
allotment.

Action 4.2 - No money was earmarked for this action. However, the school attempted to incentivize participation in this activity by offering
survey completers free school-themed clothing (T-shirts and sweaters) this amounted to the expenditure of $2,450.

An explanation of how effective the specific actions were in making progress toward the goal.

Action 4.1 - Facilities and Maintenance

IvyTech has maintained facilities of exemplary quality. The 22-23 school year saw the first instance of IvyTech receiving a visitation in
accordance with the William's Settlement Legislation of 2004 from the Ventura County Office of Education. In previous years, charter schools

did not regularly receive visitations of this sort. One of the criteria of the visit is to analyze the school site and facilities for any maintenance
and/or safety issues. lvyTech received the highest marks from its visitation, this year.

Action 4.2 - Parent/Student/Teacher Surveys

IvyTech has increased offerings and opportunities for parents to get involved with the school, including FAFSA information nights, Back-To-
School nights, parent committees, and senior activities committees. Additionally, the school attempts to elicit feedback and participation in

LCAP analysis, planning, and goal-setting activities. Although the school did experience some participation in these events, there was an
overall decline in participation rates, as compared to previous years.

IvyTech has not made any changes to any aspect of this goal, metrics, desired outcomes, or actions for the coming year.

GOAL 1 ACTIONS

1.2 Expansion and Support of Curriculum - The acquisition of curriculum and support services that can be translated into multiple languages
makes learning materials accessible to students regardless of their English acquisition status. ELL students have an educational hurdle
removed when learning materials can be translated into the language they are most confident in. Digitally based support systems offer
students remediation in key content areas made accessible through online services. This, combined with other lvyTech actions to provide
technology for home use, increase students' access to their learning resources. Students experiencing socioeconomic hardships, or who are
involved in the foster youth program, at times, struggle to secure reliable transportation to school. By offering learning materials digitally,
IvyTech increases access to these learning tools and improves academic achievement.

1.3 Purchase Effective Instructional Materials - lvyTech encourages academic growth and core skill acquisition through non-traditional
pathways. These unique learning experiences and tools are designed to increase accessibility by increasing the number of kinesthetic
learning activities. These include visual, creative, and hands-on materials and tools for 3D Printing, cooking, Minecraft, and science labs.
These materials increase accessibility to key academic concepts as well as life skills for at-risk students. "By using Minecraft, students
acquire knowledge and skills and are also engaged, interested, and enthusiastic when Minecraft is employed in science, math, social
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sciences, and language arts and composition classes." (Baek, Min & Yun. 2020. Mining Educational Implications of Minecraft). "A significant
advantage of these and other active lessons is that they engage all students in a classroom while allowing English language learners at
many different language learning levels to not only physically participate, but also challenge themselves mentally." (Taylor, Dorothy. 2016.
Action Strategies to Connect ELLs with the Common Core Standards).

1.4 Develop and Support Performance Assessments

English learners and students in socioeconomically challenging situations often find themselves at a disadvantage when it comes to
demonstrating mastery of content knowledge on traditional assessments, thus stalling their academic progress. "There is an urgency to think
the ELA performance gap might be correlated with the combination of these two [Socioeconomic & English Language Learner Status]
contributing sociocultural factors." (Li, Daren. 2019. Impacts of Socioeconomic and ELL Status on English Language Arts) IvyTech
endeavors to encourage academic growth by providing unique learning experiences, tailored to individual learners. In this way, the school
can honor the educational journey each learner travels and provide unique support for disadvantaged and at-risk learners. ELL, SES, and
Foster Youth often find themselves falling through gaps in a system that can easily overlook them in a crowded classroom. IvyTech
empowers teachers to create well-supplied, technology-rich learning environments and experiences, that, in turn, engage and empower
these learners. "Educational equity should be conceptually understood as the comparability of learning opportunities and experiences to
make high-status knowledge and school success more accessible to students who are diversified by culture, ethnicity, class, and gender. We
must also expand teachers' strategies for providing opportunities to learn to all students regardless of race, class, and gender. [W]e should
provide structured staff development in alternative teaching strategies such as cooperative learning, role-playing, tutoring, team learning,
demonstrating, coaching, problem-solving, and nondirective teaching. Staff development must also be targeted toward helping teachers
understand better how culturally different students go about the process of learning and demonstrating what they have learned. Teaching
teachers to design, evaluate and use alternative evaluation techniques should also increase accuracy in judging student [achievement]."
(Gay, Geneva. 1990. Teacher preparation for equity)

GOAL 2 ACTIONS
2.1 Increase SEL Support for Students

ELL, FRPL, and Foster Youth students often find themselves at greater risk for unsupported SEL needs which negatively impacts learning
outcomes. "[For] high school students labeled as English learners, relationships with school personnel, peer relations, and involvement in
support activities were connected to well-being. Students' sense of connection to mainstream students was positively related to school
belonging and positive affect. This pattern of findings suggests that connecting with members of both one's ethnic and the mainstream
community may lead to greater well-being but integrating into the mainstream community prompts greater school belonging." (Vera, Heineke,
Daskalova, et al. 2021. Emergent bilingual high school students' social and emotional experiences). "Data show that children from both poor
and wealthy families made significant gains in social-emotional knowledge as a result of SEL instruction. In order to better understand where
SEL might be improved, analyses of incorrect responses provided by children from each SES group were analyzed. Findings demonstrated
no significant differences between the two groups in terms of incorrect or socially unacceptable responses although, overall, the groups
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differed in depth of social emotional knowledge." (Clinton, Edstrom, Mildon, & Davila. 2014. Does Socioeconomic Status Moderate the
Effects of a School-Based Prevention Program?)

2.2 Offer SEL Professional Development to all Teachers

Staff members need to be trained on how to support the unique social and emotional needs that stem from situations faced by ELL, FRPL,
and Foster Youth students. Knowledge about the unique needs of these learners will help teachers develop support systems in their
classrooms to foster success.

2.3 Offer SEL Curriculum to Students

Curricula will have components and support specifically designed for students going through unique situations that come out of being an
English language learner, experiencing socioeconomic hardships, and dealing with the foster youth system. "Benefits were similar regardless
of students’ race, socioeconomic background, or school location. Postintervention social-emotional skill development was the strongest
predictor of [student] well-being." (Taylor, Oberle, Durlak, & Weissber. 2017. Promoting positive youth development through school-based
social and emotional learning interventions)

GOAL 3 ACTIONS
3.1 Academic Support

Studies have shown that ELL, FRPL, and Foster Youth often lack adequate access to academic support services. The school will provide the
type of scaffolding and small group support that has been proven to be the best form of intervention for these unduplicated pupils.
"Socioeconomic status is a major predictor of educational achievement. The effect sizes (ES) of many interventions indicate that it is possible
to substantially improve educational achievement for the target group. Intervention components such as tutoring (ES = 0.36), feedback and
progress monitoring (ES = 0.32), and cooperative learning (ES = 0.22) have average ES that are educationally important, statistically
significant, and robust." ( Bag, Dietrichson, Filges, & Klint Jargensen. 2017. Academic Interventions for Elementary and Middle School
Students with Low Socioeconomic Status)

3.2 Laptop program

Students experiencing socioeconomic hardship report accessibility issues when not at school. This program will ensure that these students
have adequate access to the internet and a device on which they can engage with their studies while at home. "[T]hose who are young and
high in socioeconomic status are most likely to use the Internet to satisfy their motivations strategically and to gain the desired gratifications.
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They are most likely to engage in specific Internet behaviors—computer-mediated interaction, surveillance, and consumption uses to achieve
the particular gratifications of connection, learning, and acquisition.

In contrast, those who are young and low in socioeconomic status were more likely to employ consumptive use of the Internet to attain
connection gratifications. Similarly, regardless of age, both low socioeconomic status subgroups were likely to use computer-mediated
interaction as a means to gain learning gratifications." (Cho, Gil De Zuniga, Rojas, & Shah. 2003. Beyond Access: The Digital Divide and
Internet Uses and Gratifications)

3.3 Outside Diagnostic Tool

IvyTech was in need of acquiring a diagnostic tool to longitudinally track students' skill acquisition in English and Math to satisfy one of the
requirements for a local indicator. The tool that was chosen allows the school to track students based on a multitude of data points, the most
important of which are ELL, FRPL, and FY status. This tool is used to identify students in need of intervention and combined with student
demographic information, additional supports are made available to learners. As an administrative tool, this is invaluable because it adds an
extra metric by which to monitor special demographics' successes, needs, and progress over time.

A description of how services for foster youth, English learners, and low-income students are being increased or improved by the percentage
required.

Action 1.2 - Average Improved or Increased Services = 24.05%

The school's ELL students will benefit from having access to an A-G approved set of courses that can be translated into their native
language. The school has added Chemistry in the Earth System, Earth and Space Science, Financial Math, Character and Leadership
Development, Foreign Language courses (Spanish 1-3 and French 1-3), and general math to course offerings. These 12 classes were added
to the 30 that were already being offered to lvyTech students.

This is a 40% improved service for the 23-24 school year.

Math and English Support Software

These digital tools allow students to interact and benefit from instruction whether they are able to attend classes on-campus or not. Foster
Youth desperately require a continuity of education which can easily be upended due to their living situations. Intervention software like this
can help retain FY students and help them to achieve high school graduation. Often times students in precarious socioeconomic situations
also fall behind their peers due to poverty's effect on students' ability to learn and achieve at school. These tools will help these at-risk
students to bridge conceptual gaps that may hinder their academic advancement. In the 22-23 SY, IvyTech's UPP population was 37% of the
entire student body. The school expects an increase of students that qualify for UPP status to 40% for the coming school year. These
projections are based on current inflationary and economic data in Ventura County. (California Lutheran University Center for Economic
Research and Forecasting. March 2023)

This growth of an additional 3% represents an 8.1% increase in services for the 23-24 school year.
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Action 1.3 - Average Improved or Increased Services = 7.9%

Enrichment learning materials for academics.

In the 22-23 school year, 37% of students that participated in and benefitted from these enriched academic courses qualify for UPP status.
The school projects the proportional increase of students serviced by these enriched courses to reach 40% of all students participating in
these programs. This growth of an additional 3% demonstrators an 8.1% increase in services for the 23-24 school year.

Enrichment learning materials for electives.

In the 23-24 school year, 32.5% of students that participated in and benefitted from these enriched electives qualify for UPP status. The
school projects the proportional increase of students serviced by these enriched electives to reach 35% of all students participating in these
programs. This growth of an additional 2.5% demonstrates a 7.7% increase in services for the 23-24 school year.

Action 1.4 - Average Improved or Increased Services = 8.1%

Teacher Made Assessments

In the 22-23 SY, lvyTech's UPP population was 37% of the entire student body. The school projects an increase of students that qualify for
UPP status to increase to 40% of the entire school population.

This growth of an additional 3% of the school population being served, demonstrates an 8.1% increase in services for the 23-24 school year.

Action 2.1 - Average Improved or Increased Services = 100%

SEL Student Support Services & SEL Mental Health Monitoring

In the 21-22 school year, lvyTech did not provide these services and because of this, no UPP students benefited from having access to these
tools. Go Guardian Beacon was added in the 22-23 school year to help with monitoring the mental health of Unduplicated Pupils by tracking
their usage of school-provided internet and computers. URTurn will allow unduplicated students to track their longitudinal progress through
high school, as well as, aid them in planning for transitioning to post-secondary educational institutions. Prior to implementing this tool, many
unduplicated students didn't have a post-secondary plan or one that ended with a Junior College and an associate's degree. The
implementation of these services will begin in the 23-24 school year and represents a 100% improved service from the 22-23 school year.

Action 2.2 - Average Improved or Increased Services = 22%

SEL Professional Development

In the 21-22 school year, only 10% of the staff participated in SEL Professional Developments. In the 22-23 school year, 50% of the staff
participated in SEL Professional Development. The school projects that 61% of staff will participate in training sessions for the 23-24 school
year. These training opportunities will prepare the school's teaching staff to better support the unique emotional and academic needs of
unduplicated students. This growth of an additional 11% of the school's teaching staff being trained, demonstrates a 22% growth in increased
services for the 23-24 school year.

Action 2.3 - Average Improved or Increased Services = 29.3%
SEL Learning Materials
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The CoVitality survey was administered to 27% of the student body which included 58% of the UPP students during the 22-23 school year.
This exam was meant to be paired with an SEL counseling tool and learning materials that could be utilized in the classroom to help
unduplicated pupils navigate the complexities of completing their education and seeking out a vocation and pathway that is interesting to
them. Without these outside materials, unduplicated students had few resources at their disposal to complete this kind of whole-human
planning. The implementation of these services began in the 22-23 school year with the CoVitality exam and will be further supported with
the URTurn planning tool in the 23-24 school year. The school projects that at least 75% of unduplicated students will complete the survey
and this would represent a 29.3% improved service for the 23-24 school year.

Action 3.1 - Average Improved or Increased Services = 16.5%

24/7 Digital-based tutoring service in multiple languages. In the 21-22 school year, IvyTech did not provide this service and because of this,
no UPP students benefited from having access to this resource. Paper tutoring allows English Learners to have access to help in their native
language in all subject areas, and it will allow students in Foster Youth Programs and students that benefit from Free and Reduced Price
Lunches to have access to additional academic supports that would otherwise be unavailable or outside of their family's affordability range.
The implementation of these services began in the 22-23 school year and was used by 85% of unduplicated students, all of whom were in
the high school program. The school projects that 100% of unduplicated students will utilize this tutoring service as it is introduced to the
middle school program. This would represent a 17.6% growth of improved services.

Digital conferencing for individual & small group instruction and intervention

In the 21-22 school year, 22.2% of unduplicated students took advantage of this opportunity and zoomed into these conferences and
interventions. These services are geared to provide unduplicated pupils the opportunity to get individualized attention to support their
academics by creating learning environments with fewer distractions and more educational aids. Without this opportunity, these students,
who are at higher risk of falling behind grade-level peers, would only have class times to get assistance with learning each subject's content.
The school was able to increase participation rates to 26% in the 22-23 school year. The school projects the proportional increase of
students serviced by these enriched electives to reach 30% of all students participating in these programs. This growth of an additional 4%
demonstrates a 15.4% increase in services for the 23-24 school year.

Action 3.2 - Average Improved or Increased Services = 12.3%

Computer checkout program

38.75% of students at IvyTech took advantage of the opportunity to check out a device for home use. Of the devices checked out, 51.3%
went to unduplicated pupils (ELL, SES, FY). The maijority of the students that take advantage of this opportunity lack the resources to acquire
them on their own. Without this checkout program, these students wouldn't be able to participate in lvyTech's programs, since all content
delivery is done through technology. In the 23-24 School Year, IvyTech projects that the computer checkout program for unduplicated pupils
will increase to account for 55% of device checkouts. This growth of an additional 3.7% demonstrates a 7.8% increase in services for the 23-
24 school year.

Internet Hotspot checkout program
In the 21-22 school year, IvyTech did not provide this opportunity and because of this, no UPP students benefited from having access to this
resource. On student surveys, 9.4% of the unduplicated pupil population have attributed difficulties completing schoolwork to a lack of
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internet access at home. Currently, independent study students must come to the lvyTech campus, or seek out an alternative site
(Starbucks, library, etc.) to access reliable internet. By checking out these devices to students, the school hopes to help unduplicated pupils
to increase their opportunities to succeed academically while providing them the agency to determine where and when they will access their
coursework just like the rest of lvyTech's students. The implementation of this service began in the 22-23 school year with 10.4% of
unduplicated students using this opportunity. lvyTech projects that this will increase to 12.5% of unduplicated students in the 23-24 school
year. This growth of an additional 2.1% demonstrates a 16.8% increase in services for the 23-24 school year.

Action 3.3 - Average Improved or Increased Services = 10.25%

Diagnostic Testing

IvyTech adopted and implement diagnostic testing for the entire student body in the 21-22 school year. School-wide participation rates
increased from 96% at the beginning of the school year, to 98% at the final annual test with 100% of unduplicated pupils participating in both
tests. This tool used for the entire school is meant to identify students that fall through the cracks in the school's support systems. These
students oftentimes don't qualify for Special Education services, and yet still struggle academically. Through a longitudinal review of the last
three years of report cards, IvyTech identified that 67% of the students that earned D's and F's in Mathematics and English courses qualified
as unduplicated pupils, but did qualify for Special Education services. Without a diagnostic tool and longitudinal tracking system, these
unduplicated students did not receive the support that they would have benefited from. Because of the new systems put in place in the 22-23
school year, 67% of the students in the ELA skills and support class were unduplicated and 25% of the students in the Math support class
qualify as unduplicated pupils. The school projects to increase the percentage of unduplicated students helped in the ELA skills class to 70%
and for Math to 30%. This growth averages a 10.25% increase in services for the 23-24 school year.
