Periodic surveillance involves the visual reassessment of any ACBM or assumed ACBM in the AMP for 
Timothy Dwight Elementary School.  The date of the periodic surveillance, as well as the location of each 
area, was noted along with any changes of the ACBM condition.  The results of this surveillance are listed in 
the periodic surveillance form included in this report. 
 
Discussion 

During this surveillance, minor changes in the condition of the ACBM identified in the AMP were observed. 
Ten blue with specks 12”x12” floor tiles are cracking at corridor by room 12, less than one square feet (SF) of 
2” green ceramic floor tiles is damaged at the kitchen mop area and location of wall panel adhesive was 
updated. Specific ACBM locations are listed in the attached periodic surveillance form. 
 
AHERA regulations pertain to interior identified or assumed ACBM and limited exterior ACBM.  AHERA 
regulations do include ACBM located on exterior porticos, covered walkways, and mechanical equipment 
used to condition interior building air.  No suspect ACBM were previously identified in these areas, as they 
do not exist at Timothy Dwight Elementary School.  In accordance with EPA National Emission Standards for 
Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP), prior to disturbance, samples of assumed suspect ACBM must be 
collected and analyzed for asbestos content.

Discussion 

During this surveillance, minor changes in the condition of the ACBM identified in the AMP were observed. 
One ceiling tile is damaged at the kitchen office.  Specific ACBM locations are listed in the attached periodic 
surveillance form. 
 
AHERA regulations pertain to interior identified or assumed ACBM and limited exterior ACBM.  AHERA 
regulations do include ACBM located on exterior porticos, covered walkways, and mechanical equipment 
used to condition interior building air.  No suspect ACBM were previously identified in these areas, as they 
do not exist at the Roger Sherman Elementary School.  However, the asbestos-containing caulking on 
roofing materials were noted on the building exterior. In accordance with EPA National Emission Standards 
for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP), prior to disturbance, samples of assumed suspect ACBM must be 
collected and analyzed for asbestos content.

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Introduction 

Fuss & O’Neill, Inc. (Fuss & O’Neill) was retained by Fairfield Public Schools (the “Client”) to conduct six-
month periodic surveillances of previously identified asbestos-containing building materials (ACBM) at 
Fairfield Ludlowe High School.  This periodic surveillance was conducted in accordance with the 
requirements of the State of Connecticut Department of Public Health (CTDPH) Asbestos-Containing 
Materials in Schools regulation (Section 19a-333-1 through 19a-333-13) and the United States 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA) regulation 
(Title 40 CFR Part 763, Subpart E).  
 
On April 17, 2025, Ms. Sandra Guzman of Fuss & O’Neill performed the periodic surveillance.  Ms. Guzman 
is a CTDPH-licensed Asbestos Inspector (refer to Appendix A).  This surveillance was based on available 
information in the existing Asbestos Management Plan (AMP) for this building provided to Fuss & O’Neill by 
the Client. 
 
Scope of Work 

Periodic surveillance involves the visual reassessment of any ACBM or assumed ACBM in the AMP for 
Fairfield Ludlowe High School.  The date of the periodic surveillance, as well as the location of each area, 
was noted along with any changes of the ACBM condition.  The results of this surveillance are listed in the 
periodic surveillance form included in this report. 
 
Discussion 

During this surveillance, minor changes in the condition of the ACBM identified in the AMP were observed. 
Sixteen square feet of purple/light purple 12” x 12” floor tile are cracking at corridor by room 342 (6 tiles), and 
by room 321 (10 tiles); fourteen green/light green/dark green 12” x 12” floor tile are cracking at corridor by 
rooms 221 (6 tiles), 227 (8 tiles);  twenty-nine blue with specks 12” x 12” floor tile are cracking at corridor by 
rooms 205 (13 tiles), 207 (14 tiles), 221 (2 tiles); five beige 12” x 12” floor tile are cracking at hallway by 
bathroom 105. new materials were installed at bathrooms 117/118, 131/132, 228/289, 238/239, 258/261, 
334/335, and 362/364. Specific ACBM locations are listed in the attached periodic surveillance form. 
 
AHERA regulations pertain to interior identified or assumed ACBM and limited exterior ACBM.  AHERA 
regulations do include ACBM located on exterior porticos, covered walkways, and mechanical equipment 
used to condition interior building air.  No suspect ACBM were previously identified in these areas, as they 
do not exist at the Fairfield Ludlowe High School.  In accordance with EPA National Emission Standards for 
Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP), prior to disturbance, samples of assumed suspect ACBM must be 
collected and analyzed for asbestos content. 
 
Conclusion 

The majority of the previously identified ACBM were observed to be in similar condition to the most recent 3-
Year Asbestos Management Plan update, except for multicolor vinyl floor tiles cracking at the corridors.   
 
If renovation or demolition activities are scheduled that will impact identified or suspect (assumed) ACBM, 
the ACBM or assumed ACBM must be removed by a CTDPH-licensed Asbestos Abatement Contractor or 
sampled to determine asbestos content prior to disturbance. This is a CTDPH Standards for Asbestos 
Abatement requirement, as well as an EPA NESHAP requirement.

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Introduction 

Fuss & O’Neill, Inc. (Fuss & O’Neill) was retained by Fairfield Public Schools (the “Client”) to conduct six-
month periodic surveillances of previously identified asbestos-containing building materials (ACBM) at 
Fairfield Warde High School.  This periodic surveillance was conducted in accordance with the requirements 
of the State of Connecticut Department of Public Health (CTDPH) Asbestos-Containing Materials in Schools 
regulation (Section 19a-333-1 through 19a-333-13) and the United States Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA) regulation (Title 40 CFR Part 763, Subpart E).  
 
On April 15, 2025, Ms. Sandra Guzman of Fuss & O’Neill performed the periodic surveillance.  Ms. Guzman 
is a CTDPH-licensed Asbestos Inspector (refer to Appendix A).  This surveillance was based on available 
information in the existing Asbestos Management Plan (AMP) for this building provided to Fuss & O’Neill by 
the Client. 
 
Scope of Work 

Periodic surveillance involves the visual reassessment of any ACBM or assumed ACBM in the AMP for 
Fairfield Warde High School.  The date of the periodic surveillance, as well as the location of each area, was 
noted along with any changes of the ACBM condition.  The results of this surveillance are listed in the 
periodic surveillance form included in this report. 
 
Discussion 

During this surveillance, no changes in the condition of the ACBM identified in the AMP were observed. 
Previous identified damaged floor tile still the same. Specific ACBM locations are listed in the attached 
periodic surveillance form. 
 
AHERA regulations pertain to interior identified or assumed ACBM and limited exterior ACBM.  AHERA 
regulations do include ACBM located on exterior porticos, covered walkways, and mechanical equipment 
used to condition interior building air.  No suspect ACBM were previously identified in these areas, as they 
do not exist at Fairfield Warde High School.  In accordance with EPA National Emission Standards for 
Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP), prior to disturbance, samples of assumed suspect ACBM must be 
collected and analyzed for asbestos content. 
 
Conclusion 

The majority of the previously identified ACBM were observed to be in similar condition to the most recent 3-
Year Asbestos Management Plan update.   
 
If renovation or demolition activities are scheduled that will impact identified or suspect (assumed) ACBM, 
the ACBM or assumed ACBM must be removed by a CTDPH-licensed Asbestos Abatement Contractor or 
sampled to determine asbestos content prior to disturbance. This is a CTDPH Standards for Asbestos 
Abatement requirement, as well as an EPA NESHAP requirement.

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Introduction 

Fuss & O’Neill, Inc. (Fuss & O’Neill) was retained by Fairfield Public Schools (the “Client”) to conduct six-
month periodic surveillances of previously identified asbestos-containing building materials (ACBM) at Walter 
Fitzgerald Campus.  This periodic surveillance was conducted in accordance with the requirements of the 
State of Connecticut Department of Public Health (CTDPH) Asbestos-Containing Materials in Schools 
regulation (Section 19a-333-1 through 19a-333-13) and the United States Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA) regulation (Title 40 CFR Part 763, Subpart E).  
 
On April 17, 2025, Ms. Sandra Guzman of Fuss & O’Neill performed the periodic surveillance.  Ms. Guzman 
is a CTDPH-licensed Asbestos Inspector (refer to Appendix A).  This surveillance was based on available 
information in the existing Asbestos Management Plan (AMP) for this building provided to Fuss & O’Neill by 
the Client. 
 
Scope of Work 

Periodic surveillance involves the visual reassessment of any ACBM or assumed ACBM in the AMP for 
Walter Fitzgerald Campus.  The date of the periodic surveillance, as well as the location of each area, was 
noted along with any changes of the ACBM condition.  The results of this surveillance are listed in the 
periodic surveillance form included in this report. 
 
Discussion 

During this surveillance, no changes in the condition of the ACBM identified in the AMP were observed.  
Specific ACBM locations are listed in the attached periodic surveillance form. 
 
AHERA regulations pertain to interior identified or assumed ACBM and limited exterior ACBM.  AHERA 
regulations do include ACBM located on exterior porticos, covered walkways, and mechanical equipment 
used to condition interior building air.  No suspect ACBM were previously identified in these areas, as they 
do not exist at the Walter Fitzgerald Campus.  In accordance with EPA National Emission Standards for 
Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP), prior to disturbance, samples of assumed suspect ACBM must be 
collected and analyzed for asbestos content. 
 
Conclusion 

The previously identified ACBM were observed to be in similar condition to the most recent 3-Year Asbestos 
Management Plan update.   
 
If renovation or demolition activities are scheduled that will impact identified or suspect (assumed) ACBM, 
the ACBM or assumed ACBM must be removed by a CTDPH-licensed Asbestos Abatement Contractor or 
sampled to determine asbestos content prior to disturbance. This is a CTDPH Standards for Asbestos 
Abatement requirement, as well as an EPA NESHAP requirement.
