Elementary Attendance Guidelines

Students are considered lawfully absent when:

1.They are ill and their attendance in school would endanger his or her health or the
health of others.
2. There is a death or a serious illness in their immediate family - with proper
documentation (i.e. bulletin, death notice, obituary, etc.)
. There is a recognized religious holiday of their faith.
. The student is suspended from school.
5. There is an absence due to an activity that is pre-approved by the school building
principal.
Please keep in mind that parent notes are considered excused within the first 10
absences only if the reason for the absence is lawful.
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Students will be considered unlawfully absent when:

/f 1.There is an absence without the knowledge of the parent/guardian.
2.There is an absence with the knowledge of the parent/guardian but is not /""'*
considered a lawful absent. .,"
