The Farmersville Unified School 
District, Dual Language Immersion Program 
integrates English Proficiency and English 
learner students for the purpose of 
developing bilingiualism, bi-literacy, and 
cultural competence. 

Instruction in Kindergarten is delivered 90% 
of the day in Spanish and 10% of the day in 
English. There is a gradual decrease of spe-
cifically designed Spanish instruction until 
50% of the day is spent in each 
language. In high school, students participate 
in AP Spanish lanuguage and Literature with 
the end goal of students graduating fully 
bi-literate and will receive the Seal of 
Bi-literacy.
