The Ernie Pyle school plan provides all students with a well-rounded education. The plan includes standards,
assessments, stakeholder involvement, a focus on District LCAP goals, accountability measures, school improvement
goals, resources, and supports in place on campus. The SPSA allows Ernie Pyle to align our funding and programs with
the priority goals of the district and the school. Advisory groups on campus such as English Learner Advisory
Committee and School Site Council assisted in aligning the school goals to the district LCAP goals.

Involvement Process for the SPSA and Annual Review and Update

The school's parent advisory groups ELAC (English Learner Advisory Committee) and SSC (School Site Council) meet
on an ongoing basis throughout the school year to update, analyze, add to and approve sections of the Ernie Pyle
SPSA. The school leadership team reviews and offers input towards SPSA goals and actions.

Resource Inequities

Briefly identify and describe any resource inequities identified as a result of the required needs assessment, as applicable.

This section is required for all schools eligible for ATSI and CSI.

Ernie Pyle has resource inequities with staffing at some levels. Although funding is available, it has been challenging to
hire instructional aides and classified staff to fill current vacancies. At this time we have openings for a Behavior
Assistant, substitutes, and an instructional aide. Ernie Pyle would benefit from having more time/days for the school
psychologist to support student needs at the school.

Results of the fall 2024 Title 1 survey indicate that over 50% of parents who took the survey are aware of various
communication methods used by the school including the website, social media, ParentSquare, phone calls, flyers,
ClassDojo and E-Mail. 93.8% of parents who took the survey are aware of parent involvement activities such as Back to
School Night and 85.4% of parents are aware of Family Nights, PTA events, IEP meetings, and parent conferences.
53.1% of parents strongly agree that Ernie Pyle students use PAWS to make Ernie Pyle a safe place to learn. Be
Proactive, Act Respectfully and Responsibly, Make Wise Choices, and Be Safe. PBIS is a priority at Ernie Pyle. The
state of California has recognized Ernie Pyle at the Platinum implementation level for the implementation of PBIS on
campus.

The 2024 Fall Title 1 survey results indicate:

In response to the question regarding Ernie Pyle's social-emotional support, parents shared that:
84.1% of parents are aware that our counselor uses zones of regulations with students,

56.8% of parents are aware that Ernie Pyle uses restorative practices,

56.8% of parents are aware that Ernie Pyle uses SEL curriculum such as Second Step, and
72.7% of parents are aware of mindfulness practices on campus.

72.7% of parents strongly agree that Instruction at our school is guided by California Standards and students learn using
the adopted curriculum.

27.3% of parents agree that Instruction at our school is guided by California Standards and students learn using the
adopted curriculum.
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0% of parents are neutral to the statement that Instruction at our school is guided by California Standards and students

learn using the adopted curriculum.
0% of parents disagree or strongly disagree that Instruction at our school is guided by California Standards and students
learn using the adopted curriculum.

88.6% of parents are aware of the school providing academic support for students through Intervention Teachers.
81.8% of parents are aware of the school providing academic support for students through Instructional Aides.

54.5% of parents are aware of the school providing academic support for students through tutoring before or after
school.

90.9% of parents are aware of the school providing academic support for students through Digital Learning Platforms.
88.6% of parents are aware of the school providing academic support for students through Expanded Learning
Programs and Summer Academy.

The California Dashboard shows that all student groups fell within the Very High category for Chronic Absenteeism. In
the 21-22 school year Ernie Pyle had 33% Chronic Absenteeism. In the 22-23 school year this number decreased by
5% and was 28%. In the 23-24 school year this number decreased by 8% and was 20%. This school year from August
2024 to October 2024 ,this number decreased by 2% an it was 18%.

62% of 5th-grade students who took the Healthy Kids survey report that they are better than most
students or one of the best students. This is up 18% from the previous year.

28% of 5th-grade students who took the Healthy Kids survey report that they are about the same as
other students in regard to school performance. This is down 7% from the previous year.

10% of 5th-grade students who took the Healthy Kids survey report that they don't do as well as
other students in regard to school performance. This is down 12% from the previous year.

When asked if teachers and other grown-ups at school care about them students reported the
following:

38% of 5th-grade students who took the Healthy Kids survey reported, yes all of the time. This is up
3% from the previous year.

62% of 5th-grade students who took the Healthy Kids survey reported, yes some and yes most of
the time. This is up 1% from the previous year.

0% of 5th-grade students who took the Healthy Kids survey reported no, never. This is down 4%
from the previous year.

This survey
provides parents with the opportunity to become involved and to give input into the school programs
currently being provided.

The results of the fall 2024 fall survey are:

When asked the question if the school emphasizes the importance of student attendance:

81.8% responded that they strongly agree.

18.2% responded that they agree

0% responded that they are neutral.

0% responded with disagree and strongly disagree.

When asked the question if the school effectively communicates with parents and includes them in
their child's education 75% responded that they strongly agree, 22.7% responded that they agree,
0% responded that they were neutral, 2.3% responded that they disagree, and 0% strongly
disagree.

Summary of Results- The data indicates that 5th-grade students have an increasingly positive
perception of their academic performance compared to the previous year. The results of the CHKS
suggest an increase in student confidence and self-efficacy regarding their academic abilities, which
may be attributed to effective instructional strategies, targeted interventions, or a more supportive
learning environment. The data indicates that 5th-grade students increasingly feel supported and
cared for by teachers and school staff compared to the previous year. Overall, the data reflects a
positive trend in student-teacher relationships, suggesting that efforts to build a supportive and
inclusive school environment are having a meaningful impact.

The data indicates that parents generally have a strong positive perception of the school’s efforts
regarding student attendance and communication. Overall, the survey results reflect a strong
partnership between the school and parents, with room for refinement in ensuring every parent feels
completely included and informed.

Classroom Observations
This section provides a description of types and frequency of classroom observations conducted during
the school-year and a summary of findings.

Throughout the school year, both formal and informal classroom walkthroughs and observations are
conducted to assess instructional effectiveness and support professional growth. Formal
observations typically last one hour, allowing for a comprehensive review of all lesson components
and the identification of targeted areas for improvement. Classroom walkthroughs and informal visits
occur regularly, averaging twenty minutes per session. These visits take place at various times
throughout the school day and across multiple subject areas to provide a well-rounded view of
instructional practices. During these observations, evidence of a measurable objective or essential
question is reviewed with students. Observations indicate that clearly defined objectives enhance
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student understanding of academic standards. Collaborative learning is frequently observed, with
students engaging in accountable talk to articulate their thought processes and demonstrate their
learning. Additionally, students build knowledge by reading, writing, and speaking about both literary
and informational texts, citing textual evidence, and using academic language to formulate
responses.

Technology is integrated alongside traditional instructional methods to enhance student learning. In
upper grades, students use Google Classroom to access instructional materials, submit
assignments, communicate with peers and teachers, and engage in interactive learning
experiences. All students utilize district-approved platforms and applications via Clever. Teachers
are observed providing individualized feedback to students in various formats, including class
discussions, one-on-one meetings, and digital communication (such as email). Additionally, peer
feedback is encouraged during class meetings, fostering a collaborative learning environment.
Teachers effectively manage classroom dynamics using low-profile controls to maximize
instructional time and student engagement.

School-wide data is analyzed by school staff and discussed with and
scrutinized by the School Site Council and English Learner Advisory Committee to determine the
needs and goals of Ernie Pyle students. Assessment data is also used to develop Rtl, tutoring, and
intervention groups for targeted instruction. Students are taught in small groups to meet individual
student needs. Instruction is differentiated within the classroom setting to meet students where they
are and address their various learning needs.

Use of data to monitor student progress on curriculum-embedded assessments and modify instruction
(EPC)

District-adopted curriculum including embedded assessments is used for all students. Data is
collected into a district-wide internet-based data collection program that allows twenty-four-hour
access to data for recent and past district and state assessments. Educators can analyze this data
along with grade-level and school-wide data shared at Professional Learning Community meetings
and staff meetings to determine instructional best practices. Flexible, small groups of students are
modified based on student progress using assessments. Academic goals are established,
monitored, and modified based on student progress.

Staffing and Professional Development

Status of meeting requirements for highly qualified staff (ESEA)
All teaching staff meet the requirements of being a highly qualified educator.

Sufficiency of credentialed teachers and teacher professional development (e.g., access to instructional
materials training on SBE-adopted instructional materials) (EPC)

Ernie Pyle Elementary School has a sufficient amount of credentialed teachers who regularly attend
professional development. Teacher training focuses on the ELA curriculum, ELD strategies and
practices, SBAC preparation and testing procedures, Thinking Maps, Math best practices,
technology, Tier | first best instruction practices, and district assessments.

Alignment of staff development to content standards, assessed student performance, and professional
needs (ESEA)

Content standards are the foundational base for all professional development trainings. School-wide,
small group, and individual student performance are integrated into training sessions to meet all
students' academic needs fully. Professional development trainings occur a minimum of once per
month, with teachers following up on best practices during weekly PLCs. Teachers have the option
to attend additional trainings monthly. Teachers reflect upon teaching practices and determine
professional development needs through Leadership meetings.

Ongoing instructional assistance and support for teachers (e.g., use of content experts and instructional
coaches) (EPC)

Ernie Pyle has two teachers on special assignment, who provide ongoing training to all teachers
through modeling, coaching, and collaborating during PLCs and the opportunity for release time for
co-plan co-teaching and providing support on first best instruction techniques. The Intervention
Teachers focus on instructional assistance in the areas of Math, ELA literacy skills through
decoding, reading comprehension, phonemic awareness, systematic word study, vocabulary
development, fluency, and writing. In addition, teachers are provided support with lessons,
instructional materials, and integrating core content areas into ELD instruction.
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Teacher collaboration by grade level (kindergarten through grade eight [K—8]) and department (grades
nine through twelve) (EPC)

Teachers collaborate during grade-level PLC meetings each week and focus on struggling learners.
Teachers use data to drive future instruction during intervention PLC meetings with the site
intervention teachers every other week. They have independent teacher preparation time on
alternating weeks. Additionally, many teams collaborate during their own planning time. Our
Intervention teachers collaborate with grade-level teams on-site and with other Intervention teachers
at district-wide meetings regularly to analyze data, discuss student progress, form small instructional
groups, and discuss teaching strategies.

Teaching and Learning

Alignment of curriculum, instruction, and materials to content and performance standards (ESEA)

Teaching practices and instructional materials are adopted based on content and performance
standards. Ernie Pyle integrates instructional practices into lessons and learning opportunities.
Educators are focussed on ensuring that students understand the measurable daily objectives,
which are written from the content standards. Our core curriculum is standards-based and spirals
standards through the units of study. Students are taught to self-reflect and determine mastery
towards standards at the end of each lesson.

Adherence to recommended instructional minutes for reading/language arts and mathematics (K-8)
(EPC)

All teachers at Ernie Pyle turn in class schedules that adhere to the recommended instructional
minutes for curricular areas. Instructional minute schedules are also submitted to the Bellflower
Unified School District Office. Schedules and instructional minutes are used for classroom visits and
informal observations.

Lesson pacing schedule (K-8) and master schedule flexibility for sufficient numbers of intervention
courses (EPC)

Students are provided literacy instruction at their level of academic need following the MTSS model
through small group instruction, team teaching during co-plan co-teach, and during the intervention
and RTI classes. The Intervention Teachers and grade-level teams focus on literacy instruction for
specific grade-level needs. Students are grouped by literacy and mathematical needs. Groups are
formed according to targeted academic goals and change throughout the year based on ongoing
observations and assessments to ensure that all student learning needs are met.

Availability of standards-based instructional materials appropriate to all student groups (ESEA)

Bellflower Unified School District adopted standards-based curriculum is used by, and available to,
all teachers. The curriculum includes leveled materials for all student groups: below grade level, at
grade level, above grade level, and English learners. All teachers have been provided full classroom
sets of all adopted materials in all content areas for the students they instruct.

Use of SBE-adopted and standards-aligned instructional materials, including intervention materials,
and for high school students, access to standards-aligned core courses (EPC)

All teachers at Ernie Pyle Elementary use BUSD standards-based adopted materials in concert with
district initiatives for Tier | instruction in the general education setting. For Tiers Il and Ill, we use
standards-based intervention programs that meet the academic learning needs of all students. Core
and supplemental instruction are also differentiated to meet the language acquisition needs of
English learners for designated and integrated ELD.

Opportunity and Equal Educational Access

Services provided by the regular program that enable underperforming students to meet standards
(ESEA)

The district-wide curriculum adoption provides differentiated instructional materials to allow
underperforming students to meet standards and on grade level and accelerated students to be
appropriately challenged. Teachers use this modified curriculum during small group instruction
throughout the day. Sentence frames and conversation starters are used to provide supports for
English learners to meet language objectives. Direct Interactive Instruction utilizes chanting,
focusses on student engagement, includes the use of collaborative conversations, encourages
gradual release, highlights academic vocabulary, and learning process steps to provide support for
all students. Our district initiative, Thinking Maps, provide necessary supports for organizing content,
along with retelling and writing skills.

Evidence-based educational practices to raise student achievement

Ernie Pyle Elementary School has a targeted Rtl program that focuses on the specifications of
MTSS to meet the needs of all learners. Intervention programs and strategies are used to meet the
individual needs of all students. These include RTI, SIPPS, guided reading, Independent reading
conferences, Reader's Theater, book clubs, computer-based programs, and Literature Circles.
Intervention groups for struggling learners are data-driven flexible groupings based on a 6-9 week
rotation. Rtl groupings and classes for at and above grade level are available to enhance literacy
skills using concepts of project-based learning, Reader's Theater or Literature Circles.

Parental Engagement

Resources available from family, school, district, and community to assist under-achieving students
(ESEA)

Ernie Pyle Elementary has partnered with Ramona Elementary School and hired Disciplina Positiva
to host virtual parenting workshops for Spanish and English speaking families to empower families
and students through life purpose, goal setting, and family traditions. Ernie Pyle also hosts family
nights throughout the year to involve and inform families in the steps to help their students increase
in mathematical, literacy, and other academic skills. Throughout the year grade level instructors
present at grade-level specific parent meetings in order to help families assist their students to
succeed within academic subjects. An Academic Intervention Plan is written for students who are
not on track to meet grade-level standards in the fall during Parent-Teacher Conferences.
Conferences throughout the year focus on increasing student achievement. Conferences are held
for all students in the Fall. Spring conferences are conducted on an as-needed basis as well as
throughout the school year.

Student Study Team meetings are held as needed for students who are struggling with academics
or behavior. Our Counselor and CSW provide referrals for community-based support for students in
need of these services. Teachers instruct students in small groups throughout the school year for
different subjects based on the academic needs of the students. The school offers Chromebooks to
all students to check out to keep at home in order to continue learning on the available platforms at
home. The YMCA offers on-site before-school care free of charge for any student who may need
this before-school supervision. Think Together is a free after-school enrichment program available
to all families; the program is a safe place for students to be after school hours. Think Together
focuses on building both math and literacy skills. All food served at Ernie Pyle for breakfast, lunch,
and supper is free of charge and available to students on campus during the serving times.

English Learner Advisory
Committee is composed of any parent of an English learner student who would like to attend and
participate in the meetings. These two parent-representative advisory groups meet and discuss
achievement data, categorical funding, intervention programs, and expenditures. The School Plan
for Student Achievement is reviewed with all committees and stakeholders. Input is sought, valued,
and used to update the SPSA.

Funding

Services provided by categorical funds that enable underperforming students to meet standards

Categorical funds pay for before and after school classes where a staff member can offer small
group tutoring for students in need of specific skills, STEAM classes for any student who wishes to
participate,.

The counselor
and other staff members will meet with individuals
and small groups of students who are struggling
with class structure, anger management issues,
establishing friendships, and behaving
appropriately. Restorative practices are used by
staff members to promote a positive school culture
and build community within the classroom.

Describe the overall implementation and effectiveness of the strategies/activities to achieve the articulated goal.

Goal One underscores the importance of fostering a healthy, safe, and secure environment that promotes collaborative
learning for both students and staff. To assess progress toward this objective, we utilize key metrics, including the
California Healthy Kids Survey and discipline data, which inform our strategies and guide implementation efforts. At
Ernie Pyle, we address this goal through targeted initiatives, including professional development opportunities and
Professional Learning Communities (PLC) focused on student success across intervention, instructional, and Gifted and
Talented Education (GATE) levels.

Strategy 1: Attendance Awareness
A primary focus within our strategic framework is improving attendance. Through initiatives such as No Tardy Parties,
Communication Celebrations, reporting links and QR codes, phone calls, ClassDojo messages, and other
communication tools, we have seen measurable improvements in attendance rates. Last year, we successfully reduced
chronic absenteeism by 12%, bringing the rate down to 16%. As of the end of March our chronic absenteeism rate has

further decreased to 14%. Severe Chronic is at 4% a 3% decreased from last school year.

Strategy 2: Professional Learning Communities
Another key component of our approach is fostering a strong Professional Learning Community (PLC). Ernie Pyle staff
collaborate regularly in PLC teams to analyze student data and develop targeted intervention, enrichment, and
instructional strategies. To support this initiative, teachers have access to a wide range of professional development
opportunities, including training sessions and video resources covering topics such as collective efficacy, deepening
student connections, strategic classroom discussions, Thinking Maps, and the effective use of Wonders Curriculum.

School Plan for Student Achievement (SPSA)
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Ernie Pyle educators actively collaborate in Professional Learning Community (PLC) meetings to analyze student
achievement data and develop strategies for improvement. Teachers engage in joint lesson planning, provide before-
and after-school tutoring, and offer additional support during recess and lunch periods to address student needs.
Assessments are utilized to identify areas of strength and weakness, enabling teams to determine appropriate
interventions to enhance student success. Student Support Team (SST) meetings are held throughout the year to
address the needs of students requiring additional support. These meetings have led to targeted intervention
opportunities or, in some cases, recommendations for further assessment.

GATE Enrichment (Strategy/Activity 3): To support gifted and talented students, Ernie Pyle provides after-school
enrichment programs on campus.

Music Education (Strategy/Activity 4)

The Education Through Music Los Angeles program is offered to all students in grades TK-4, providing them with
engaging opportunities for creative expression. Research highlights the positive impact of arts education, with students
who participate being more likely to graduate, pursue higher education, and receive academic recognition (Vinnard,
2021). Music Education and its Crucial Role in Closing the Achievement Gap. Collegial Exchange, 88-2, 11-13.

Campus Maintenance and Equipment (Strategy/Activity 5): Funding allocations ensure that essential campus equipment
remains in good repair to support instructional activities, school operations, and custodial needs.

Social-Emotional Learning (Strategy/Activity 6)

Recognizing the importance of social-emotional learning (SEL), staff members have worked to create calming corners in
classrooms. Monthly SEL lessons, as well as additional support on an as-needed basis, have been provided. Recess
activities have incorporated Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports (PBIS) expectations to foster positive
interactions.Teachers utilize the Second Step curriculum for SEL instruction, while Restorative Circles are implemented
to build trust and empathy within the school community. School-wide PBIS strategies and lessons reinforce behavioral
expectations and encourage respectful, responsible actions among students.

According to the 2024-25 California Healthy Kids Survey, 74% of fifth-grade students reported that teachers and staff
care about them most or all of the time. Additionally, 71% of these students reported yes most or all of the time that the
school teaches students to care about each other and treat each other with respect. Notably, 66% of students reported
feeling part of the school most or all of the time, 18% reported "some of the time" and with 4% responding "no, never."
This data reflects the effectiveness of PBIS initiatives in fostering a welcoming and inclusive school climate. Our school
focus on PBIS and our school-wide PAWS expectations have assisted in ensuring that students feel welcome and a part
of the school.

Behavioral Support and PBIS Implementation: Ernie Pyle continues to reinforce the PBIS philosophy, emphasizing that
"Our Choices Determine Our Success." Behavioral data indicates an increase in office referrals from prior years: 2019-
20: 161 referrals (August — March), 2020-21: 101 referrals (during hybrid/remote learning), 2022-23: 160 referrals, 2023-
24 244 referrals. In response to this trend, the PBIS team has strengthened efforts to clarify behavioral expectations and
support students in developing respectful and responsible behaviors. Encouragingly, from August 2024 to March 2025,
119 referrals were recorded, a significant reduction from 244 in the same period last year—a decrease of 125 referrals.
The continued implementation of PBIS PAWS has played a crucial role in improving student behavior. Additionally,
YMCA and Think Together staff have been trained in PBIS strategies to ensure consistency across school programs.

Student Support and Multi-Tiered Systems of Support (MTSS) (Strategy/Activity 7): The Student Success Team (SST)
and Multi-Tiered Systems of Support (MTSS) teams meet regularly to assess and align interventions that best support
student learning and development. Collaboration among staff ensures that resources are effectively allocated to meet
diverse student needs.

Literacy and Library Resources (Strategy/Activity 8): To enhance literacy development, Ernie Pyle continues to invest in
expanding its library collection. Increased access to books has significantly supported students' reading proficiency and
engagement with literature.

Parent advisory committees meet regularly to review and approve critical school documents, including the School Safety
Plan, SPSA, and Parent Involvement Policy. Their input is integral to shaping school-wide initiatives.

Substance Abuse Prevention (Strategy/Activity 9): Ernie Pyle remains committed to maintaining a drug- and tobacco-
free campus. This year, the school actively participated in Red Ribbon Week, featuring activities such as poster-making,
scavenger hunts, and student-led discussions on living a substance-free lifestyle. These efforts reinforce the importance
of making healthy choices.
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Social-Emotional Counseling and Behavior Support (Strategy/Activity 10): To further support student well-being, Ernie
Pyle employs a full-time counselor and a full-time behavior assistant who provide targeted interventions and social-
emotional support. When students have access to trusted adults, they are more likely to successfully navigate
challenges and remain engaged in their learning.

This year, the school counselor conducted classroom presentations addressing common behavioral and social
concerns, such as: Conflict resolution, Friendship-building skills, Managing emotions and stress, Alternatives to
aggression. Additionally, specific SEL lessons were developed to support students with disabilities, ensuring that they
receive tailored instruction that meets their unique needs.

At this time we have finished the purchasing process for calm down corners for all classrooms, additional GATE
enrichment opportunities, some of the planned assemblies for social emotional growth, and books to update classroom
and school libraries. We hope to have these expenditure plans met before the close of the school year.

We are currently expanding the current library space for
students so that they have additional space to enjoy books and books from which to choose when checking out for
reading enjoyment and improving literacy. In addition, through a combination of academic support, social-emotional
learning, and behavioral interventions, Ernie Pyle continues to foster a positive and inclusive environment. The
implementation of PBIS, MTSS, and targeted intervention strategies has contributed to improved student outcomes,
reinforcing the school’s commitment to student success and well-being.

Goal 2: High-Quality Instruction and Learning Opportunities in ELA and Math:

At Ernie Pyle Elementary, our commitment to high-quality instruction ensures that all students receive the support
necessary to achieve academic success. The following strategies and activities have been implemented to enhance
student learning in English Language Arts (ELA) and Mathematics. Targeted Instruction and Student Support
(Strategy/Activity 1): To strengthen core instruction and address student learning needs, Ernie Pyle benefits from the
expertise of two dedicated intervention teachers specializing in ELA and Math. These educators provide Tier 1
instructional support, delivering targeted small-group interventions both within the classroom setting and through
Response to Intervention (RTI) sessions. Students also have access to before- and after-school tutoring opportunities
tailored to their specific academic needs. This year’s offerings include: Math open-door morning tutoring, Fast Forward
after-school tutoring, One-on-one teacher support before school, during recess/lunch, and after school, Reading
assistance programs, and Homework support through Think Together

Additionally, this year we have two dedicated teachers on special assignments who support classroom learning by
providing opportunities for small-group instruction in targeted specific areas for both intervention and acceleration
student needs. Students in these programs are provided with support such as a double dose of systematic phonics
instruction (word Study) and targeted instruction in areas for growth in math and reading. Test data, classroom
assessments, and teacher recommendations help to identify students for this opportunity to have a second dose of
focused academic instruction.

Student Performance Data Analysis: A review of student achievement based on NWEA assessment data from Fall to
Winter 2024 indicates:

Mathematics: 53% of students demonstrated growth, with achievement increasing from 43% to 46%. However, only 35%
of students scored in the top two bands, while 44% remained in the bottom two bands.

Reading: 39% of students demonstrated growth, with achievement remaining stable at 42%. Similarly, 30% of students
scored in the top two bands, while 49% were in the bottom two bands.

For Fall 2024 performance, 34% of students achieved scores in the green and blue bands (61st-80th percentiles) in
Math, while 31% of students achieved this range in Reading. These results reinforce the need for continued intervention
efforts to improve academic outcomes.

Enhancing Literacy Through Library Resources (Strategy/Activity 2)

To promote literacy and foster a love for reading, Ernie Pyle has made substantial investments in updating classroom
and school libraries. The addition of new and diverse literary resources ensures that students have access to engaging,
high-quality books aligned with their interests and reading levels.
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English Learner Support and Reclassification (Strategy/Activity 3): This year, one students successfully reclassified from
the English Learner (EL) program. A comparison of 2023 and 2024 ELPAC scores shows: 47% of students scored at
Levels 3 and 4 in 2024, down slightly from 51% in 2023. 22% of students remained at Level 2 in both years. The
percentage of students at Level 1 increased from 27% in 2023 to 31% in 2024. Additionally, Ernie Pyle has welcomed
newcomer students with limited English proficiency. To support their transition and language acquisition, the school has
integrated Rosetta Stone and Fast Forward, both of which provide structured language development programs. English
Learners also receive 30 minutes of dedicated daily English Language Development (ELD) instruction to reinforce
foundational literacy skills.

District Initiatives and Academic Support Programs (Strategy/Activity 4)

Ernie Pyle continues to align instructional practices with district initiatives, encouraging students to utilize accountable
talk strategies and Thinking Maps to enhance comprehension and critical thinking. The school has made significant
progress under the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) guidelines. Although Ernie Pyle is no longer designated as an
Additional Targeted Support and Improvement (ATSI) school, targeted support for students with disabilities (SWD)
remains a priority. Programs supporting academic growth and intervention include: Systematic Word Study (phonics
program), Fast Forward (reading intervention), ST Math (math enrichment program), Paper Tutoring (on-demand
academic assistance for all students). Data indicates that students who consistently engage with these programs are
making steady progress toward grade-level proficiency and mastering state standards. Additional support for students
with disabilities (SWD) includes: Counseling lessons, Interventionist-led small-group instruction, Before- and after-school
academic support.

Student Leadership Development (Strategy/Activity 5)

Student leadership opportunities continue to thrive at Ernie Pyle with the Panther Leadership Club, fostering confidence
and responsibility. Students actively lead their peers in classroom discussions, school-wide assemblies, and leadership
activities, further developing their communication and problem-solving skills.

Technology Integration and Access (Strategy/Activity 6)

Ensuring equitable access to technology remains a priority. Ernie Pyle maintains a 2:1 student-to-Chromebook ratio, with
devices available for both classroom use and home checkout. Damaged or outdated Chromebooks are promptly
replaced to ensure that all students have consistent access to digital learning resources.

Professional Development for Educators (Strategy/Activity 7).

This year, Ernie Pyle teachers have participated in targeted professional development (PD) sessions designed to
enhance instructional effectiveness. PD opportunities have included: District-led workshops on Implicit Bias, Ellevation,
Wonders and Campus safety training for emergency response preparedness. Additionally, teachers have been
encouraged to participate in district-wide training sessions, with compensation provided for their time.

We have hired an additional instructional aide to support our first and second-grade students and offer extra hours to
support our intervention RTI program and student learning. Students and staff have noted that the additional small-group
instruction is beneficial to reducing the achievement gap. Additional funding has been allocated to support educational
field trips and STEAM assemblies, including programs such as Imagination Machine, School Yard Rap, and Mad
Science, all aimed at enhancing student engagement and promoting academic growth. Strategy 5 focuses on the
establishment of a Panther Pride Club, providing additional leadership opportunities for 5th and 6th grade students.

Through the implementation of data-driven instructional strategies, targeted interventions, and student-centered learning
opportunities, Ernie Pyle Elementary continues to support academic growth in ELA and Math. Investments in technology,
literacy, and professional development further enhance student learning experiences, ensuring that all students receive
the resources and support they need to succeed. We will continue to analyze available data and strategically refine our
instructional practices to enhance academic achievement and provide targeted support to meet students' needs.
Additionally, with the implementation of the AVID program for grades 2-6 in the upcoming school year, we anticipate an
increase in academic rigor through the integration of AVID strategies, fostering college and career readiness among
students.

Ernie Pyle Elementary School remains committed to fostering strong partnerships with parents and the community to
enhance student success. This year, parents have actively participated in key advisory groups, including the School Site
Council (SSC), Citizen's Task Force, English Learner Advisory Committee (ELAC), Parent Advisory Committee (PAC),
District English Learner Advisory Committee (DELAC), and the Parent-Teacher Association (PTA). Open communication
has been maintained through various channels such as live and virtual meetings, the school marquee, ParentSquare,
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ClassDojo, flyers, the school website, weekly newsletters, social media, and direct messaging between school staff and
families.

To further strengthen these relationships, Ernie Pyle has increased targeted parent engagement opportunities, built trust
and shared responsibility, and expanded parent involvement in school events. Parent advisory groups have provided
valuable input on programs and student achievement. Additionally, parents have participated in assemblies and family
events, which have been well attended.The average parent participation rate has shown a positive trend over the years:
2020-2021: 58.08%, 2021-2022: 74.48%, 2022-2023: 84.1%, 2023-2024: 62.04%, and 2024-2025: 88% (to date).

64001[a] as amended by Assembly Bill [AB] 716, effective January 1, 2019).

However, a SSD or a charter school may streamline the process by combining state and federal
requirements into one document which may include the local control and accountability plan (LCAP) and
all federal planning requirements, provided that the combined plan is able to demonstrate that the legal
requirements for each of the plans is met (EC Section 52062[a] as amended by AB 716, effective January
1, 2019).

Planning requirements for single school districts and charter schools choosing to exercise this option are
available in the LCAP Instructions.
