Involvement Process for the SPSA and Annual Review and Update

February 9, 2023 - SSC

Mr. Naruko explained that the SPSA is aligned to the district's LCAP plan. He asked for input
regarding the following 4 areas:

1. Support High Quality Teaching and Learning with State Standards:

Jessica Sanchez, SSC member stated that there is a need to improve the after-school STAR
program so that they are not just babysitting. She stated that there is a great opportunity to help
students achieve through tutoring and providing opportunities that are engaging.

Angelica Sanchez, SSC member also shared that students need to find reasons to want to attend
school.

2. Develop a College and Career Culture:

Nichole McKinney, SSC member stated that there is a need to promote colleges by having college
recruitors visit elementary schools to showcase their school.

Jessica Sanchez, SSC member agreed and also stated that career days would motivate students.
Mr. Naruko discussed the need for parents to understand A-G requirements so that thewy can
support their meet the admission requirments to UC or Cal State schools.

3. Create Positive School Climate and Environment Conducive to Learning:

Mr. Naruko shared that all PUSD elementary schools have full-time counselors and social workers to
support behavior and social-emotional needs.

Nichole McKinney, SSC member stated that Keppel has a Community Closet that contains clothing
to support students that have basic needs.

4. Develop Parent and Community Partnerships (Parent Involvement)

Stacy Garcia, SSS member stated that the school should host “Donuts with Dads” and “Muffin with
Moms” events to get parents involved.

Jessica Sanchez, SSC member asked about the “Daughters and Dads” Dance.

September 28, 2023 - SSC

Mr. Naruko explained the role of the School Site Council (SSC) including the development,
monitoring, and evaluation of the School Plan (SPSA). He explained that the council is made up of
5 parents/community members and 5 staff members. Collectively, the SSC serves as an important
part of building effective schools. He explained that the plan includes the identification of site needs,
development of site goals, analysis of progress, and allocation of resources including 2023-2024
Title 1 funding.

The meeting adjourned at 8:30 am

October 2, 2023 - Leadership Team Meeting

The leadership team discussed and identified elements that supported a college-going culture and
address the site's AVID Goal.

It was proposed to reinstate Monday Morning Assemblies as a means to promote inclusion of all
students and staff. The assemblies will begin October 16, 2023

October 5, 2023 - SSC
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Mr.Naruko shared 2022-23 school data including SBAC, i-Ready, attendance, and LCAP/Title |
Parent Surveys. He stated that the data has been difficult to use as a monitoring tool over the past
three years due to testing conditions and changes in the test. (Online versus in-person and changes
in the 2021-22 assessment). He stated that the results from the 2022-23 school year will set the
benchmark to measure growth in the current school year. He also indicated the discrepancy
between non-English learners and English learners in ELA and Math.

He stated that i-Ready is the current district initiative to monitor student progress. It is aligned to the
California State Standards and will be administered three times per year. He presented the 2022-23
i-Ready diagnostic data which indicated growth during the 2022-23 school year in both ELA and
mathematics.

Mr. Naruko presented the 2022-23 SPSA Evaluation Page.

The council reviewed and discussed each item under Goal 1 — High Quality Instruction

The first item addressed was coach support.

Input: Teachers, Christina Soto and Gilbert Munoz explained that both coaches provide
professional development, co-teaching, and ELD support. They shared that both coaches are an
important component of teacher support and development through coaching cycles, modeling, and
collaboration.

Mr. Naruko shared that both coaches provided ELD instruction during the 2022-23 school year and
which resulted in the reclassification of 42 students.

The council was in agreement to continue all Action Steps for Goal 1.

The council reviewed the Action Steps and results for Goal 2 - College and Career Readiness
Parent Input: Daisy Gonzalez stated the Parent Square was helpful in communicating information.
Mr. Naruko shared that Keppel is working on providing students with hands-on learning experiences
that allow students to solve real-world problems.

The council reviewed and discussed the Action Steps and results for Goal 3 - Create a Positive
School Climate and Environment Conducive to Learning.

Mr. Naruko shared that he will continue with Safe and Civil assemblies three times per year.

He also stated that Play Works will continue to be a means to teach students how to play recess
games and resolve conflicts.

The council was in agreement to continue all Action Steps for Goal 2.

The council reviewed and discussed the Action Steps and results for Goal 4: Parent Involvement:

Increase Opportunities for Parents in Meaningful High Impact Activities that Support Teaching and

Learning.

Mr. Naruko shared the data from the 2022-23 LCAP/Title | Survey. All areas were rated as Above

Average.

Mr. Naruko stated that in 2022-23, Keppel had 5 parent meetings. He stated the goal was 9. The

council agreed that monthly meetings and calendars should be continued.

Parent Input: The council agreed that parent meetings are key to informing parents of opportunities
to participate in schools.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 am.

October 5, 2023 - ELAC

Mr. Naruko explained the role of the English Learner Advisory Committee. He also reviewed the
ELAC Bylaws. He stated that ELAC provides input to SSC regarding support to English learners.
Mr. Naruko stated that ELD instruction was a key component of daily learning for Els as it focused
on listening, speaking, reading and writing. He shared that ELD instruction is based on El levels
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derived from the ELPAC assessment. Additionally, Mr. Naruko shared the discrepancy between
ELs and non ELs on the SBAC assessment.

Question: Angelica Sanchez asked what the discrepancy is on the i-Ready assessment. Mr. Naruko
responded that he will look into it.

Input: Angelica Sanchez stated that her family speaks both languages at home to support both
school and culture.

Input: Rosa Diaz shared that she is active at all the schools that her kids attend.

The ELAC members were pleased with the reclassification results and would like to continue with
ELD instruction to target specific El levels.

The meeting adjourned at 9:40 am

He also
stated that students who are not reclassified before middle school will need to take ELD instead of
an elective.

Parent Question: Rosa Diaz asked if students could reclassify in middle school. Mr. stated that
students can reclassify at all levels.

Mr. Naruko reviewed all SPSA Goals and Action Steps as they pertained to English Learners.

He stated that Goal 1 includes Actions to support Instructional Coaches who support ELD
instruction, co-teaching, and collaboration.

Mr. Naruko asked if the committee had any questions or input in the development of the SPSA.
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The ELAC committee stated that everything was clearly indicated in the SPSA.

Alberto Medrano motioned to approve finalizing all input in the development of the SPSA.
Angelica Sanchez seconded the motion.

The motion was carried. The ELAC committee approved all input provided in the development of
the SPSA on October 12, 2023

Resource Inequities

During the 2022-23 school year, students participated in-person learning. The results of the 2022-
23 SBAC assessment indicated a need to support ELA and Math interventions based on the
CALMTSS model.

Although 42 students were reclassified in 2022-23, there continues to be a discrepancy between
Els and non-ELs in both ELA and Math.

Teacher collaboration time was used effectively as well as coach support to plan and deliver
effective ELD instruction as indicated by the number of students who reclassified. (n=42)

During the 2022-23 school year, instructional coaches have provided demonstration lessons, co-
teaching, and observation of instructional practices including the use of the UFLI model to support
Foundational Reading Skills.

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Appendix A: Plan Requirements

Schoolwide Program Requirements
This School Plan for Student Achievement (SPSA) template meets the requirements of a schoolwide
program plan. The requirements below are for planning reference.

A school that operates a schoolwide program and receives funds allocated through the ConApp is
required to develop a SPSA. The SPSA, including proposed expenditures of funds allocated to the
school through the ConApp, must be reviewed annually and updated by the SSC. The content of a
SPSA must be aligned with school goals for improving student achievement.

Requirements for Development of the Plan
I. The development of the SPSA shall include both of the following actions:

1. The comprehensive needs assessment of the entire school shall:

a. Include an analysis of verifiable state data, consistent with all state priorities as
noted in Sections 52060 and 52066, and informed by all indicators described in
Section 1111(c)(4)(B) of the federal Every Student Succeeds Act, including pupil
performance against state-determined long-term goals. The school may include data
voluntarily developed by districts to measure pupil outcomes (described in the
Identified Need); and

b. Be based on academic achievement information about all students in the school,
including all groups under §200.13(b)(7) and migratory children as defined in section
1309(2) of the ESEA, relative to the State's academic standards under §200.1 to—

i. Help the school understand the subjects and skills for which teaching and
learning need to be improved; and

ii. ldentify the specific academic needs of students and groups of students who are
not yet achieving the State's academic standards; and

iii. Assess the needs of the school relative to each of the components of the
schoolwide program under §200.28.

iv. Develop the comprehensive needs assessment with the participation of
individuals who will carry out the schoolwide program plan.

v. Document how it conducted the needs assessment, the results it obtained, and
the conclusions it drew from those results.

B. Identification of the process for evaluating and monitoring the implementation of the SPSA
and progress towards accomplishing the goals set forth in the SPSA (described in the
Expected Annual Measurable Outcomes and Annual Review and Update).

Requirements for the Plan
Il. The SPSA shall include the following:

A. Goals set to improve pupil outcomes, including addressing the needs of student groups as
identified through the needs assessment.
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B. Evidence-based strategies, actions, or services (described in Strategies and Activities)

1. A description of the strategies that the school will be implementing to address school
needs, including a description of how such strategies will--

a. provide opportunities for all children including each of the subgroups of students to
meet the challenging state academic standards

b. use methods and instructional strategies that:
i. strengthen the academic program in the school,
ii. increase the amount and quality of learning time, and

iii. provide an enriched and accelerated curriculum, which may include programs,
activities, and courses necessary to provide a well-rounded education.

c. Address the needs of all children in the school, but particularly the needs of those at
risk of not meeting the challenging State academic standards, so that all students
demonstrate at least proficiency on the State’s academic standards through
activities which may include:

i. strategies to improve students’ skills outside the academic subject areas;

ii. preparation for and awareness of opportunities for postsecondary education and
the workforce;

iii. implementation of a schoolwide tiered model to prevent and address problem
behavior;

iv. professional development and other activities for teachers, paraprofessionals,
and other school personnel to improve instruction and use of data; and

v. strategies for assisting preschool children in the transition from early childhood
education programs to local elementary school programs.

C. Proposed expenditures, based on the projected resource allocation from the governing
board or body of the local educational agency (may include funds allocated via the
ConApp, federal funds for CSl, any other state or local funds allocated to the school), to
address the findings of the needs assessment consistent with the state priorities, including
identifying resource inequities, which may include a review of the LEAs budgeting, it's
LCAP, and school-level budgeting, if applicable (described in Proposed Expenditures and
Budget Summary). Employees of the schoolwide program may be deemed funded by a
single cost objective.

2. Determine whether the schoolwide program has been effective in increasing the
achievement of students in meeting the State's academic standards, particularly for
those students who had been furthest from achieving the standards; and

3. Revise the plan, as necessary, based on the results of the evaluation, to ensure
continuous improvement of students in the schoolwide program.
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E. A description of how the school will ensure parental involvement in the planning, review,
and improvement of the schoolwide program plan (described in Educational Partner
Involvement and/or Strategies/Activities).

F. A description of the activities the school will include to ensure that students who experience
difficulty attaining proficient or advanced levels of academic achievement standards will be
provided with effective, timely additional support, including measures to

1. Ensure that those students' difficulties are identified on a timely basis; and
2. Provide sufficient information on which to base effective assistance to those students.

G. For an elementary school, a description of how the school will assist preschool students in
the successful transition from early childhood programs to the school.

H. A description of how the school will use resources to carry out these components
(described in the Proposed Expenditures for Strategies/Activities).

|. A description of any other activities and objectives as established by the SSC (described in
the Strategies/Activities).
