Career Action Lab 
 
Course Description: 

The Action Lab is a learning system that uses interactive multimedia, project-based learning and 
group collaboration to create a unique learning environment.  Students will be participating in 
two week modules with a partner. These modules help to guide the students learning. Students 
will be working with hands on materials to help enhance their understanding of the topic. 

 
Course Objectives: 
 
By the time the student completes this course of study, the student will know or be able to: 
- obtain content knowledge through research and hands-on activities. 
- explore different careers in both medical and technical fields. 
 

 
Lesson Plans 
 
Lesson Plans for this class are post on the teacher’s webpage.  It will display the starting and 
ending dates for each career rotation.  All assessment dates will be posted a minimum week 
ahead of the testing date. 

 
Classroom Rules and Consequences:   
 
Classroom Rules:

Grading: 
 
In class work- 20% 
 
Each two week module consists of 4-7 graded activities. The activities could consist of 
worksheets, project construction, and narrative/argumentative writings. Grades will be entered 
into PowerSchools within a week of completion. 

Assessments – 80% 
 
Every 5th and 10th day of the module, an assessment will be given. This assessment may be in 
the form of multiple choice, matching, or fill in the blank.  Assessment Grades will be entered 
within 24 hours of completion.  

Attendance 

Attendance in this class is important, due to the many hands-on activities that the students 
perform.  If a student is absent for one day, they can catch up the next day.  In case of a 
prolonged absence, the students would be expected to do their readings at home.  All of the 
content is available to the students at http://lms.paxpat.com.  Upon the students return, the 
teacher will meet with the student to come up with a plan for making the hands-on activities.
