❖ 1 pkg. of dividers 
❖ 1 book bag 
❖ 1 pocket folder (pockets on bottom, no 

clasps) 
❖ *6 black dry erase markers – thin tip 
❖ *1 yellow highlighter 
❖ 1 old oversized T-shirt (for art class) 
❖ Headphones for use with computer (no 

earbuds please) 
 
NOTE: * Please note that pencils, markers, 
erasers, and glue sticks may be shared with 
students in the class. Therefore, you do not need 
to put student’s name on those supplies. 
 
Donations of tissues, glue sticks, extra crayons, 
and zip-lock plastic bags (sandwich, quart or 
gallon size), and brown paper lunch bags are 
always welcome.

❖ 1 soft or hard plastic supply box or zipper 

case 
❖ 12 plain wooden pencils (not mechanical 

pencils) 
❖ *6 low odor dry erase fine tip markers – 

black only 
❖ 1 yellow highlighter 
❖ 1 old oversized T-shirt (for art class) 
❖ earbuds or headphones for use with
