High School Completion
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Credit Diploma Program (CDP)

Take classes as credits toward your high
school diploma!

This program is designed for adults who want
to complete credits toward a high school
diploma. Students receive academic credit

in required subject areas. A minimum of 25
credits is needed to graduate, including at
least 2 completed through NRAE. Credits

may be transferred from any accredited high
school, and additional credits may be granted

for independent study, online learning, military
service, specialized skills, or work experience.

Once all course and elective requirements are
met, students receive a high school diploma.

GED Preparation Classes

Test in four major subject areas and earn
your diploma!

General Equivalency Development
Preparation Classes (GED Prep) are
designed to help students develop and
practice the skills required to pass the GED
Test. Instruction is provided in the four test
areas, Mathematical Reasoning, Reasoning
Through Language Arts, Social Studies,

and Science to review for the high school
equivalency examination. Those who pass
the four GED content area tests are awarded
their high school diploma by the State of CT.

What is the GED Test?

The GED® Test aligns with current high school
graduation standards and demonstrates test-
taker readiness for employment, workforce
training and post-secondary education.

The GED tests are in four subjects. NRAE is

Build Your Basics

Adult Basic Education (ABE) develops both
foundational academic and employment
skills, and/or prepares students to entera
GED or CDP high school completion program.
Focus is on basic reading, writing, math, and
computer skills with individualized instruction
provided as needed.

JET (Jobs, Education & Training)
Support to Start a Career for 17-24 Year-Olds

JET (Jobs, Education and Training) is a free
program for 17 to 24 year-olds who want to
start their career path. JET students work with a
career advisor, a job developer, and a teacheron
job training and work readiness skills. Education
and training classes will help students earn the
National Retail Foundation's Customer Service
& Sales credential, a nationally recognized
credential. Eligible students are supported

with financial assistance for driver education,
transportation, and other services to help them
successfully start their career.
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English for Speakers of Other
Languages (ESOL)

Morning and Evening Classes

English classes for students whose primary
language is not English. Classes offered
from beginning to advanced levels. Courses
are designed to improve reading, writing,
listening, speaking, while developing skills
for jobs, further education and cross-cultural
adjustment for life in the United States.

Programs focus on life and digital skills
on topics including education, jobs

and workplace, money matters, health,
housing, and civics. All courses include
American government and law, helping

to prepare students for the rights and
responsibilities of citizenship. NRAE
provides opportunities for advanced ESOL
students to transition to a high school
completion program or prepare for college
or work training. Upper level students may
be eligible for training programs.

Families Learning English (FLE)

Parents will work to improve their English
speaking, understanding, writing, and
computer skills while children (aged 2—8
years) take part in activities and receive
homework help. Parents learn to navigate the
school system and help their child succeed

in school. Topics include life skills, getting a
job, success in the workplace, and community
resources. Must be a parent or grandparent
with a child age 2-8 to participate.

U.S. Citizenship Preparation

This class prepares immigrants eligible to
become U.S. citizens to complete their N-400
application and naturalization interview with
the United States Citizenship and Immigration
Services (USCIS).

Upon completion, students
qualify to sit for the Connecticut State
Certified Nurse Aide Exam. The program
prepares students to provide basic care and
assist patients with activities of daily living,
and includes clinical training in a skilled
nursing facility.
