o A new application for Education Benefits must be completed every year starting July 1, 2025.

o Students who pay for insurance and qualify for free or reduced lunches after pick-up will receive a refund in the mail.
e  Outstanding fees are paid from the 2024-25 school year.
o Fees from Franklin Middle School will be carried over to Lincoln.
e Beenrolled as a Lincoln High School student at the time of handout.
Students who are unable to attend will be called down during the first period on Tuesday, September 2nd to pick up their iPad.
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Orientation sessions for freshmen and new students will be held August 19-21. If you haven’t signed up yet, please call 218-681-8672 to
schedule a session - space is limited for each time slot. During orientation, students will:

e  Review LHS expectations
e  Tour the building
