Rehearsals are in class, and performance 

opportunities include Variety Show, Jazz Combos, Large Group Festival, and our Annual District 

Jazz/Pops Night Concert.  See Mr. Piper if you have prior musical performance experience and are 

interested in being a member of the LCHS Jazz Band.

○​ If you are excited about helping others, Leo’s club is for you.  The objective of Leo‘s Club is to provide 

students with Leadership Experience and Opportunities by contributing to our community.   Leo’s 

members learn the value of cooperation, develop positive character traits, and receive recognition for 

their contributions to the community.

○​ Come and work on or off the stage!  Every fall the performing arts department prepares a musical that 

includes acting, singing, and dancing.  Audition dates may vary.  Students are also invited to help 

construct the set and work with the running crew for the performance. 

●​ NHS – National Honor Society  (Ms. Waege) 

○​ National Honor Society serves to honor those students who have demonstrated excellence in the areas 

of Scholarship, Leadership, Service, and Character.  The group focuses on community service.  If you 

have a cumulative GPA of 3.5 or above, you are eligible to apply for membership after the first semester 

of your sophomore year.  You must have attended LC for at least one semester.

○​ Want to develop your skills in acting or set building? Try out for the one-act play. The play is 35 minutes 

long and is critiqued by three judges.  The competition begins at the district level and can proceed to 

sectionals and state.  Students perform for other schools and see other schools’ dramatic work.
