Bob Cundiff commented that South View has at least one student on her 3™ chromebook
swap due to damages she is responsible for. Students should be charged a fee if they
damage a D118 device. The principal should be made aware of any student that
consistently needs to swap out their device because they damaged theirs.

We ordered receipt printers for LRC’s so they can print a label and apply it to each device
& charger as students check them out. The label should include the school’s name,
address, date & time of checkout, & the student’s name and other ID. We did not receive
sticky back paper with the printers, so we are trying to get this switched out before
sending them out to schools.

The chromebook cases that were just sent out to Gr. 1-8 have a plastic window on the
front that a name card can be inserted in, and students can apply a personalized sticker
there if they want to. The cases are for the students to keep and use from year to year.
They should not be turned back in to the school with their device.
