Connecting Phonics to Reading 
We make learning meaningful by connecting skills across subjects. 

During our Phonics lessons this week, students explored how to build 

and write high-frequency words and form plurals. Later, during 

Reading, they confidently applied these skills while reading shared 

texts and independent reading. This meaningful connection helped 

consolidate their understanding and showed them how Phonics 

supports real reading. It was a proud moment to see students 

making connections and growing as confident, readers!

In 3LA the use of graphic organizers and visuals has been our learning 
focus in English and our unit of Inquiry. It has helped us to visualize and 
construct ideas, organize and/or sequence information, plan what to 
write, increase reading comprehension, brainstorm, organize problems 
and solutions, compare and contrast ideas, show cause and effect and 
more. 
Using different graphic organizers and visuals provides a fun way for us 
to learn about the different writing processes. It encourages and allows 
us to achieve a better understanding of text organization simply because
