After that, if you have 
not reapplied, it will end.  

 

National School Lunch Program  

The National School Lunch Program is a program 
sponsored by the U.S. Department of Agriculture. 
Through this program, eligible students may be 
offered free or reduced-price meals. We also 
participate in the School Breakfast Program at 
most schools. Meal payments may be made 
online, as this program operates in all of the 
schools in the Kyrene School District. Meal 
application information is distributed and made 
available to every student in the district at the 
beginning of the school year. Application 
information will remain confidential and will be 
used only to determine eligibility for free or 
reduced-priced meals. Applications are also 
available at all school offices or by clicking on the 
meal application links.   

 Please visit Linq Connect to submit an online meal 
application to our district. You may turn in paper 
meal applications to any school office. We strongly 
encourage all families to apply. The free, reduced-
price, and paid meal information is used to qualify 
the school district for other student qualifications 
and funding. You will receive an eligibility letter via 
email once your application has been processed 
that includes the status of your student(s) meal 
eligibility. If you have a concern regarding the 
decision of your meal application, please 
email kbs@kyrene.org.
