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SCHOOL BUS

Once again, many of our routes will be
altered for the start of the 2025-2026
school year. As we near the start of fall
session be sure to check the posted pick
up and drop off times within the parent
portal provided on Infinite Campus.

deadline. After the 1:30 p.m. deadline, please arrange to pick
your child up at their regular bus stop. Secretaries will not
make non-emergency changes after 1:30 p.m.

All bus tags will be issued to your child(ren) the first
day of school this year. Students need to have their student
plastic-ID bus tag on their backpacks facing outward so they
can be seen. Please DO _NOT use old bus tags. All students
are issued new bus tags every year. Middle School and High
School students can pick their bus tags up from the office
administrative assistants.

Food Service Collection Guidelines

The District uses an automated lunch accounting system
(Lunch Cashier) to record food service payments and to
monitor food transactions. The system functions as a debit
system. Parents/guardians are expected to maintain their
lunch account in a positive status. Any funds remaining in
family lunch accounts at the end of the school year will carry
over to the next school year. Refunds will be issued upon
written parental request.

Parents/guardians who claim that the financial
condition of their families is such that they cannot afford to
pay for the cost of their children’s meals will be invited to
make application for free or reduced meals in accordance
with federal regulations.

A la Carte Line Policy (High School Only) -
Students are to have a positive balance in their account to
make purchases on the a la carte food line. If the account
has a negative balance, the student will have to eat from the
regular lunch line until there is a positive balance.

Collection of Food Service Related Charges—
The Superintendent, or designee, will be expected to protect
the taxpayers of the District by making every effort to collect

all food service related charges due the District. The
District will have guidelines in place that identify criteria for
the use of a small claims court, collection agencies/service,
and write-off of debt.

Insufficient Account Balances—All students will
be informed of low account balances in the lunch line.
Statements will be mailed home weekly when the account
balance falls between $20.00 and -$20.00.

All accounts at or below negative $-20.00 will be
notified by mail. Payment will be expected within seven
days of the mailing. Students will not be allowed to
purchase extra portions or a la carte items during the time
period when the account reaches a negative balance and
actual denial of access to the food service program begins.

Denial of Access to the School Lunch Program
Due to Nonpayment—In accordance with USDA
regulations, children receiving free meal benefits cannot be
denied a meal for any reason, including failure to maintain
their family lunch account in a positive status.



Letter to Households—National School Lunch/Breakfast

Children need healthy meals to learn. The Arcadia School
District offers healthy meals every school day. Students in
grades K-4 may buy lunch for $2.70. Students in grades 5-
12 may buy lunch for $2.95. Students in grades K-12 may
buy breakfast for $1.60. Your children may qualify for free
meals or reduced price meals. Reduced price is $.030 for
breakfast and $.40 for lunch. A free or reduced lunch
application can be found on our website, or at any school
office. Below are common questions and answers.

Do | need to fill out an application for each child?

No. Use one Free and Reduced Price School
Meals Application for all students in your household. We
cannot approve an application that is not complete, so
be sure to fill out all required information. Return the
completed application to: Lunch Program, School
District of Arcadia, 730 Raider Dr., Suite 3150, Arcadia,
WI 54612.

Who can get free or reduced price meals?

1. All children in households receiving benefits from
FoodShare, the Food Distribution Program on Indian
Reservations (FDPIR), or W-2 Cash Benefits are
eligible for free meals, when listed on the application.

2. Foster children that are under the legal responsibility of
a foster care agency or court are eligible for free meals.

3. Children participating in their school’'s Head Start
program are eligible for free meals.

4. Children who meet the definition of homeless, runaway,
or migrant are eligible for free meals.

5. Children may qualify to receive free or reduced price
meals if your household’s income is within the limits on
the Federal Income Eligibility Guidelines. See chart on
page 8.

Can | apply online?

Yes! You are encouraged to complete an online application
instead of a paper application if you are able. The online
application has the same requirements and will ask you for
the same information as the paper application. Visit
arcadia.k12.wi.us/departments/food-service to begin or
to learn more about the online application process.

How do | know if my children qualify as homeless,

migrant, or runaway?
Do the members of your household lack a

permanent address? Are you staying together in a shelter,
hotel, or other temporary housing arrangement? Does your
family relocate on a seasonal basis? Are any children living
with you who have chosen to leave their prior family or
household? If you believe children in your household meet
these descriptions and haven’t been told your children will
get free meals, please call or e-mail Lori Frerk, 323-3315,
ext. 3160, frerkl@arcadia.k12.wi.us

My child’s application was approved last year.
Do | need to fill out another one?
Yes, your child’'s application is only good for that
school year and for the first few days of this school year
through 10/17/24. You must send in_a new application

unless the school told you that your child is eligible for the
new school year. If you do not send in a new application
that is approved by the school or you have not been notified
that your child is eligible for free meals, your child will be
charged the full price for meals.

I get WIC. Can my children get free meals?
Children in households participating in WIC may be
eligible for free or reduced price meals, but it is based on
income. Please submit an application.

Will the information | give be checked?
Yes, and we may also ask you to provide written
proof of the household income you report.

If | don’t qualify now, may | apply aqgain later?

Yes. You may apply at any time during the school
year. For example, children with a parent or guardian who
becomes unemployed may become eligible for free and
reduced price meals if the household income drops below
the income limit. (See chart on page 8)

What if | disagree with the school’s decision
about my application?

You should talk to school officials. You may also
ask for a hearing by calling or writing to: Lori Frerk,
Superintendent, 730 Raider, Suite 3150, Arcadia, WI
54612, phone 608-323-3315.

May | apply if someone in my household
is not a U.S. citizen?

Yes, you or your child(ren) do not have to be U.S.
citizens to qualify for free or reduced price meals.

What if my income is not always the same?

List the amount that you normally receive. For
example, if you normally get $1,000 each month, but you
missed some work last month and only got $900, put down
that you get $1,000 per month. If you normally get
overtime, include it, but not if you only work overtime
sometimes. If you have lost a job or had your hours or
wages reduced, use your current income.

Do we report our income differently?

Your basic pay and cash bonuses must be reported
as income. If you get any cash value allowances for off-
base housing, food, or clothing, or receive Family
Subsistence Supplemental Allowance payments, it must
also be included as income. However, if your housing is part
of the Military Housing Privatization Initiative, do not include
your housing allowance as income. Do not include any
combat pay resulting from deployment as income.

My family needs more help. Are there other
programs we might apply for?
To find out how to apply for Food Share or other
assistance benefits, contact your local county assistance
office or call 1-800-362-3002.

We MAY share your eligibility information with
education, health, and nutrition programs to help them
evaluate, fund, or determine benefits for their programs,
auditors for program reviews, and law enforcement officials to
help them look into violations of program rules.

STUDENT IMMUNIZATION LAW
AGE/GRADE REQUIREMENTS

The following are the minimum required immunizations for each age and grade level according to the Wisconsin Student Immunization
Law. These requirements can be waived for health, religious, or personal conviction reasons. Additional immunizations may be
recommended for your child depending on his or her age. Please contact your doctor or local health department to determine if your
child needs additional immunizations.

1. Requirements did not take effect until February 1, 2023, and the rule was therefore not in effect for the 2021-2022 or 2022-2023
school years. The Tdap requirement for grades 7-11 was implemented for the 2023-2024 school year. The Meningococcal
(serogroup A,C,W.,Y) requirement was implemented for the 2024-2025 school year.

2. Schools are not required to verify Hib and PCV vaccines for Pre-K students.

Children S years of age or older who are enrolled in a Pre-K class should be assessed using the immunization requirements for
Kindergarten through Grade 5, which would normally correspond to the individual's age.

4. D =diphtheria, T = tetanus, P = pertussis vaccine. DTaP/DTP/DT/Td vaccine for all students Pre-K through 12: Four doses are
required. However, if a student received the 3™ dose after the 4™ birthday, further doses are not required. Note: A dose four days
or less before the 4™ birthday is also acceptable.

5. DTaP/DTP/DT vaccine for children entering Kindergarten: Each student must have received one dose after the 4™ birthday (either
the 3%, 4™ or 5" dose) to be compliant. Note: a dose four days or less before the 4™ birthday is also acceptable.

6. Tdap is an adolescent tetanus, diphtheria, and acellular pertussis combination vaccine. If a student received a dose of a tetanus-
containing vaccine, such as Td, within five years before entering the grade in which Tdap is required, the student is compliant and
a dose of Tdap vaccine is not required.

7. Polio vaccine for students entering grades Kindergarten through 12; Four doses are required. However, if a student received the 3@
dose after the 4™ birthday, further doses are not required. Note: a dose four days or less before the 4™ birthday is also acceptable.

Laboratory evidence of immunity to hepatitis B is also acceptable.

MMR is measles, mumps, and rubella vaccine. The first dose of MMR vaccine must have been received on or after the 1% birthday.
Laboratory evidence of immunity to all three diseases (measles and mumps and rubella) is also acceptable. Note: A dose four
days or less before the 1% birthday is also acceptable.

10. Varicella vaccine is chickenpox vaccine. Students with a reliable history of varicella disease are not required to receive the
Varicella vaccine. A physician, physician assistant, or advanced practice nurse prescriber must document a reliable history of
varicella disease by indicating that the student has had varicella and signing the Student Immunization Form (DHS Form 04020L).
Students (excluding new enterers and kindergartners) with a parental report of disease prior to May 2024 are considered
complaint.

11. One dose of Meningococcal vaccine (serogroup A,C,W.,Y) is required for students entering 7™ grade, and a booster dose is
required for students entering 12 grade. Students are assessed for this requirement in 7" grade and 12" grade only. Current
Wisconsin students in 8"-11" grade will not be assessed for this requirement until they enter 12 grade. A second dose is not
required for students who received their first dose of MenACWY at age 16 years or older.

SPECIAL EDUCATION
SS 115.77(1m)(h)
A full range of services is available to students in need of special education and other special support programs.
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The programs provide either direct instruction to students or supportive services to assist students to reach their potential.
Teachers are provided assistance through various resources to assist them as they teach students with special needs and
abilities.

Special education programs relate to: Cognitive Disabilities, Early Childhood, Emotional Disturbance, Hearing
Impaired, Learning Disabilities, Occupational Therapy, Physical Therapy, Specially Designed Physical Education, Speech/
Language, Visually Impaired, Orthopedically Impaired, and Other Health Impaired.

Upon request, the School District of Arcadia is required to evaluate a child for eligibility for special education services.
A request for evaluation is known as a referral. When the district receives a referral, the district will appoint an Individualized
Education Program (IEP) team to determine if the child has a disability, and if the child needs special education services. The
district locates, identifies, and evaluates all children with disabilities who are enrolled by their parents in private (including
religious) schools, elementary schools and secondary schools located in the school district.

A physician, nurse, psychologist, social worker, or administrator of a social agency who reasonably believes a child
brought to him or her for services is a child with a disability has a legal duty to refer the child, including a homeless child, to the
school district in which the child resides. Before referring the child, the person making the referral must inform the child's
parent that the referral will be made.

Others, including parents, who reasonably believe a child is a child with a disability may also refer the child, including
a homeless child, to the school district in which the child resides.

Referrals must be in writing and include the reason why the person believes the child is a child with a disability. A
referral may be made by contacting Katie Aguilar, Director of Pupil Services, School District of Arcadia, at 608-323-3315, Ext.
3165, or by writing her at 756 Raider Drive, Arcadia, WI 54612.

2023 WISCONSIN ACT 95

The act requires school boards, charter school operators, and governing bodies of private schools and tribal schools that
operate high schools with at least 15 pupils in each class to prepare a class ranking of pupils at the end of 11th grade. Under
Act 95, the class ranking must be made solely on the basis of a pupil's grade point average.

Each class ranking must identify those pupils who rank in the top five percent of their high school class and those pupils
who rank in the top 10 percent of their high school class. The school must then notify each pupil ranked in the top 10 percent
of the pupil’s high school class that the pupil is ranked, as applicable, in the top five percent or in the top 10 percent of the
pupil’s high school class and include the appropriate ranking on the pupil’s high school transcript as of the pupil’'s completion
of grade 11.

Vacuna contra la DTaP/DTP/Td para todos los estudiantes desde el
prekinder hasta el 12.° grado; se requieren cuatro dosis. Sin embargo, si un estudiante recibié la 3.2 dosis después de cumplir los
4 afos, no se requieren mas dosis. Nota: También es aceptable una dosis cuatro dias o0 menos antes de cumplir los 4 afios.

3. Vacuna contra la DTaP/DTP/DT para los nifios que ingresan a kinder: cada estudiante debe haber recibido una dosis después de
cumplir los 4 afios (ya sea la 3.2, 4.2 0 5.2 dosis) para cumplir con los requisitos. Nota: También es aceptable una dosis cuatro dias
o menos antes de cumplir los 4 afios.

4. La Tdap es una vacuna contra el tétanos, la difteria y la tos ferina acelular para adolescentes. Si un estudiante recibié una dosis
de una vacuna que contiene tétanos, como la Td, en un plazo de cinco afios antes de entrar al grado en el que se requiere la
Tdap, el estudiante cumple con los requisitos y no se requiere una dosis de la vacuna contra la Tdap.

5. Vacuna contra la polio para los estudiantes que ingresan a kinder hasta el 12.° grado: se requieren cuatro dosis. Sin embargo, si
un estudiante recibi6 la 3.2 dosis después de cumplir los 4 afios, no se requieren mas dosis. Nota: También es aceptable una
dosis cuatro dias o menos antes de cumplir los 4 afios.

También es aceptable la evidencia de laboratorio de inmunidad a la hepatitis B.

La MMR es una vacuna contra el sarampién, las paperas y la rubéola. La primera dosis de la vacuna MMR debe recibirse al afio
de vida o antes. También es aceptable la evidencia de laboratorio de inmunidad a las tres enfermedades (sarampidn, paperas y
rubéola). Nota: También es aceptable una dosis cuatro dias o menos antes de cumplir el primer afio.

8. Lavacuna contra la varicela. No es necesario que los estudiantes que tengan un historial confiable de la enfermedad de la varicela
reciban la vacuna contra la varicela. Un médico, un asistente médico o un enfermero prescriptor de practica avanzada debe
documentar un historial confiable de la varicela, que indique que el estudiante tuvo varicela y debe firmar el Student Immunization
Form (Formulario de vacunacién estudiantil) (formulario 04020L del DHS). Al estudiantado (sin incluir a los nuevos ingresantes y
estudiantes de kinder) con un informe de enfermedad presentado por la familia anterior a mayo de 2024 se lo considera en
cumplimiento.

9. Se exige una dosis de la vacuna meningocécica (serogrupo A, C, W, Y) para el estudiantado que ingresa al 7.° grado y una
dosis de refuerzo para el estudiantado que ingresa al 12.° grado. Se evalla este requisito en el estudiantado de 7.° grado y de
12.° grado solamente. No se evaluara este requisito en el estudiantado de Wisconsin de 8.° a 11.° grado sino hasta que ingresen
al 12.° grado. No se exige una segunda dosis para el estudiantado que recibié su primera dosis de MenACWY a los 16 afios.
