Grade 7 & 8 Choir

divided into beginning, intermediate, and advanced choirs, allowing for
differentiation in the course material and performance expectations. Additionally,
these courses prepare students for further study at the high school level.

The TEKS are organized into
strands, each focusing on a specific area of music. These strands include: Music
Literacy; Creative Expression; Historical & Cultural Relevance; and Critical Evaluation
& Response. Each strand contains specific standards (TEKS) that students are
expected to master.
