Title Funding Overview:

THA receives federal funding through the Jasper County School District. In the past, we
have received Title |, Title Il, and Title IV funds. This year, we have submitted plans for Title |
and Title IV funding. Title Il is frozen at this time.

Money is allocated based on family income and school/student needs each year. The
Jasper County School District manages the distribution of these funds with close
monitoring at the state level. Private schools that receive Title funding are assigned an
independent advisor to ensure that they receive equitable funds and services from the
providing school district.

Each funding source has its own purpose and expectations. Title | funds are allocated with
the ultimate goal of continuous school improvement in K-12 student achievement. The
funds can be used to purchase instructional resources, technology resources, additional
staff or instructional services, and professional development for staff. Title | is the largest
budget that the school receives from federal government.

Title Il funds focus on ensuring that the instructional staff has the training and knowledge to
help the school with its goal of continuous school improvement in K-12 student
achievement. In the past, funds for professional development both onsite and off campus
were provided. It also gave opportunities for teachers to learn and apply their learning with
assistance from both outside and THA educators with the appropriate expertise. At this
time, the federal government has frozen these funds. It is unclear when or if these funds
will be released this year.

Title IV funds focus on providing resources for subjects and courses that rural areas such
as ours typically may struggle to provide based on local funding. These include fine arts,
foreign languages, science, social studies, physical education, and special course
offerings above and beyond basic courses in Math, English, Social Studies/History, and
Science. This funding source has provided less than $5000 in funding for our school each
year since we began receiving the allocation.
