Assessments 

Alamo follows the districts approved testing calendar which provides means of assessment for all students at 

various points throughout the year.  each child is assessed via the same assessment which are modeled 

after the State of Texas Assessments of Academic Readiness or STAAR test. Previous STAAR tests are 

released and utilized for assessment and instruction in addition to other curriculums. Students also receive 

progress monitoring through various learning platforms iReady, as well as benchmark testing through MAP.
