* Founded in 1970, Providence Day School is an independent,

coeducational college preparatory school located on a 45-acre campus

in southeast Charlotte.

GLOBAL STUDIES DIPLOMA

* In addition to the high school diploma, students may elect to pursue
the Global Studies Diploma. The first of its kind in the country, the
Providence Day Global Studies Program requires students to take
arigorous set of required and elective courses across all disciplines,
engage in co-curricular and cross cultural experiences, and write a
lengthy global research paper in the capstone Global Leadership
course. The program incorporates the global knowledge, skills, and
character dispositions necessary to develop global citizenship. The
program has graduated 344 students since 2007.
