1.​ Communication: Encourage open and honest communication with your child. Talk to them about 
the importance of peaceful conflict resolution and the consequences of violence. 

2.​ Set a Positive Example: Children often learn by example. Model respectful behavior and 
demonstrate healthy ways to resolve conflicts in your own interactions. 

3.​ Monitor Media and Online Activity: Be aware of the media content and online interactions of 
your child. Monitor their social media accounts and address any concerning behavior or content. 

4.​ Support School Policies: Familiarize yourself with the school's code of conduct and policies 
regarding behavior. Support and reinforce these policies at home. 

5.​ Encourage Involvement: Encourage your child to get involved in positive activities, such as 
sports, arts, or clubs that promote teamwork and cooperation. 

6.​ Seek Help if Needed: If you notice any concerning behavior or signs of aggression in your child, 
seek help from a school counselor, mental health professional, or other appropriate resources.
