Grading Policy

According fo Midland ISD Grading Policy:

The summative evaluation of a student's grade during a recording period should be based on
sufficient data collected in class in the form of various assessments. Regular and periodic assessment
of student progress ensures a student has ample time for remediation.

Students must receive feedback on every graded assignment within three to seven days. Major
assignments will receive feedback within ten days. Teachers will, at a minimum, communicate with
students and their guardians every ten school days regarding upcoming assessments, classroom
reminders, learning topics covered in class, and/or expectations. Regular communication may be
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electronic through the adopted Student Information System or other messaging applications.
