
5th Grade Instructional Plan for  
Reading 

 

Course Overview 

Fifth grade English Language Arts (ELA)  in Texas focuses on strengthening reading, writing, and 
communication skills. Instruction is based on the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS), with an 
emphasis on understanding and analyzing texts, developing clear and effective writing, and building 
vocabulary and grammar knowledge. 

Throughout the year, students will explore: 

Determining the meaning of unfamiliar or 
multiple-meaning words using context (and 
knowing when to use glossaries or dictionaries) 

Identifying an author’s claim in argumentative or 
persuasive texts, explaining how facts are used to 
support that claim, and considering who the intended 
audience is 

Making inferences and using evidence from the 
text to support their understanding 
 

Using spelling knowledge and word structure—like 
prefixes, suffixes, syllables, consonant changes, and 
vowel teams—to spell multisyllabic words correctly 

Summarizing or paraphrasing texts in a way 
that keeps the original meaning and logic intact 

Developing and revising their writing: 
-Writing drafts that are well-organized with 
introductions, transitions, conclusions, and plenty of 
details 
-Revising to improve sentence structure and clarity 
-Editing with attention to grammar and usage 

Synthesizing information from several texts to 
create new understanding  
 

Writing with clarity and purpose across different 
types of writing: 
-Opinion or argumentative pieces with a clear claim 
and reasons 
-Informational writing with a central idea, relevant 
details, and logical structure  
-Responses to literary or expository texts that use 
specific evidence from the text to show understanding  

Responding to texts using evidence—whether 
by writing, speaking, or discussing—with clear 
support from what they've read, heard, or 
viewed  

In addition to the above information, advanced 
classes will also explore: 

●​ Analyzing character roles and conflicts 
●​ Exploring different points of view 
●​ Imagery and sensory language 
●​ Finding author purpose across contexts: 
●​ Analyzing visuals and media

If expectations are not met, the teacher will first reteach and remind the student(s) of expectations. If 
a student continues to fail to meet expectations, they will be redirected, then parents will be 
contacted. If a student is unable to meet expectations after these preventative measures, an office 
referral will be made.

Grading Policy 
According to Midland ISD Grading Policy:
