SCHOOL ORGANIZATION

Primary School (Early Years  to Grade 5)
Secondary School (Grade 6 to Grade 12)

SCHEDULE
40 weeks with 180 days; Two semesters: August to December and January to June. 
Secondary school day includes four 75 minute blocks following a 6-day cycle.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS
Students must complete 24 credits in English (4 years), 

Humanities (3 years), Science (3 years), Mathematics (3 years), 
Second Language (2 years), Physical Education (2 years), 

Arts (2 years) and Electives as required.
All students must participate in the Theory of Knowledge course and CAS. 

Students with an average of 5 or above are eligible for our Diploma with Distinction.

OSC does not rank students.

IB Self-Taught Mother Tongue Language and online Pamoja courses are offered 

All Diploma candidates undertake the Extended Essay.
Students may choose to take additional online courses 

through Flexpoint virtual school.

Learning Support Program is offered to students with mild to moderate learning.
