
Gifted and Talented Continuum of Services

● All students in grades K-8 receive differentiated core instruction in the
classroom. Students are exposed to higher-order thinking problems,
and encouraged to collaborate with others to complete challenging
tasks. Assignments, projects, and assessments are modified based
on individual student needs. All students in grades K-8 receive
STEM instruction with Computer Science embedded throughout the
curriculum.

● In grades K-5, students receive targeted supplemental interventions
in addition to core instruction. Advanced skill group instruction occurs
during a built-in Intervention period, providing students with
enrichment opportunities. Small and flexible grouping allows for
students to be placed in small groups with peers of similar strengths
and interest needs.

● In grades K-5, identified Gifted and Talented students receive pull out
instruction in small groups. This instruction occurs with a Gifted and
Talented teacher for 40 minutes each week.

● All students in grades K-1 receive Enrichment with a Gifted and
Talented teacher for 40 minutes every other week.

● In grades 6-8, identified Gifted and Talented students have a Gifted
and Talented period built into their schedules for 30 minutes per
week. Students may also elect to participate in after-school clubs
that align with their interests.

● An opportunity for Accelerated Learning is provided to students who
are placed in the Algebra 1 program following their 7th grade year.
These 8th grade students are enrolled in a Physics course that
exposes them to advanced concepts before entering High School.
