·Student’s first AND last legal name 
·Dates of the absence (Ex. 09/20/21-09/23/21)
·Reason for the absence
·Parent signature

If a doctor's note is submitted, please make sure
that it covers ALL days of the absence. If not,
please send an accompanying parent note with
the above-listed information. Emails will not be
accepted.

Students are required to attend class 90% of the
time it is offered to be able to receive credit and be
promoted to the next grade level. All absences,
regardless of excused or unexcused, including
leaving early and coming in late, count towards the
90% rule.
