Yearbooks 
ordered after that will be $70. No orders will be accepted after February 20, 2026. To avoid 
waste we will order only enough yearbooks to cover the orders so if you would like a 
yearbook please be sure to order one. 



• 2024-2025 Yearbooks will be distributed in homeroom in September to those who ordered 
them. Please make sure that your son picks up his yearbook if he ordered one.
