If expectations are not met, the teacher will first reteach and remind the student(s) of
expectations. If a student continues to fail to meet expectations, they will be redirected, and then
parents will be contacted. If a student is unable to meet expectations after these preventative
measures, an office referral will be made.

e Regular attendance in high-quality early learning programs is critically important for
children to become successful lifelong learners.

e Along with social-emotional and readiness skills, consistent on-time attendance is a
habit that lasts. Children who are chronically absent in Pre-K are more likely to be
chronically absent in later grades.

e Now that your child is enrolled in MISD as a Pre-K student, they, too, are expected to
follow the attendance policy.

e If a child is absent, they often miss the foundational skills they need to learn the next
skill. Tt can take days and even weeks to teach the child those skills and catch them up.
By that time, they have missed other skills.

e Please notify the school if your child will be absent.

Progress reports are NOT APPLICABLE for pre-kindergarten students with a Children’s
Learning Institute Assessment. Teachers will conference with parents a minimum of once per
semester to review progress, discuss assessment results, and review the CLI Assessment
(Children’s Learning Institute).
