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Students shall present a valid driver’s license and proof of insurance to be 
eligible for a parking permit. 

Students shall request a parking permit at the beginning of the school 
year in order to be eligible to park on District parking lots.  A parking fee, 
determined by the Superintendent or designee, may be assessed.  As 
long as space is available, parking permits may be issued throughout the 
year. 

All students who drive to school are required to purchase a $35 
nonrefundable, nontransferable annual fee.  Motorcycles shall be covered 
under this policy. 

Students shall not: 

1. Speed on parking lot 

2. Double-park or back-in park 

3. Park across a white or yellow line 

4. Park in a fire lane 

5. Loiter or sit in parked cars during school hours 

Students may park appropriately anywhere in areas so designated.  
Parking will be on a “first come” basis.  Students may not “save” a parking 
space for another student. 

Upon arrival at school, students are to go to designated area(s) until 
classes begin. 

Students may be subject to disciplinary action or violation of this 
regulation.  Cars may be towed away at the owner’s expense for violation 
of this regulation. 
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
