HOME REPAIR PROGRAMS—
Older homeowners in Fairfax County
who live on a fixed income may find it
difficult te afford even minor home
repairs. The good news is that there are
programs to help these homeowners,
ensuring that they’re living in homes
that are safc and healthy. One of them
is The Department of Housing and
Community Developments’ Home
Repair for the Elderly Program which
provides minor home repairs to eligible
low-to-moderate income elderly

homeowners whe live in the home., The
program also provides accessibility
modifications for disabled homeowners.
It provides a crew for one week and up
to $1,000 in materials to complete
necessary repairs and maintenance.
The erew does minoer repairs, not major
work. Some of the services they provide
include minor electrical repair, window
and door repair, minor plumbing
repair, inslallalion of grab bars, hand
railings, other accessibility devices, and
more.

To qualify for the Home Repair for the
Elderly Program, homeowners must
meet these qualifications: applicants
must be residents of Fairfax County,
applicants must own and live in the
home needing repair; applicants must
be 62 years of age or older, have a
disability, or have a family member
with a disability living in the home;
applicants must meet the program’s
financial eligibility requirements. Visit
FairfaxCounty.gov/housing/home-
repair-elderly-program for details.
