- produce arguments that support claims with strong reasons and relevant evidence to persuade a target
audience;

- write informative/explanatory passages that introduce and convey ideas in an organized manner to develop a
topic using germane facts, concrete details, and examples;

- compose narratives about real or imagined experiences using key narrative techniques to develop events and
engage readers.
