WHAT DOES THE CHC PREKINDERGARTEN 3 CURRICULUM LOOK LIKE? 

The curriculum encourages a balance between academic and social skills. In math, students develop early number sense. To 
build early literacy skills, students receive explicit instruction on the alphabet, identifying letters and recalling letter sounds. 
Social studies provides students with the opportunity to learn about themselves, their community and their world. In science, 
students pose questions, look for answers and explore the natural world around them. Carefully designed activities in Spanish, 
physical education and music classes support academic and social skills.
