CLASS SCHEDULE
The School year is divided into two semesters: August-December and January-May. Dallas
Lutheran School has a block schedule where classes meet in 80-minute periods twice a week in
which half meet on Tuesday and Thursday and the other half meet on Wednesday and Friday, with
Monday operating on a modified block schedule where all classes meet.

GRADING SYSTEM
