Re: PM Release Permission for the 2025-2026 School Year 

Dear Parents/Guardians, 

It is possible that your son may have a free period or two at the end of the 
academic day.  With your permission the administration allows students who 
have free periods at the end of the day to be dismissed when their academic 
class schedule is complete, but not before 12:30 p.m.  

This privilege would include any school day on a REGULAR SCHEDULE, TWO 
HOUR DELAY SCHEDULE, EXTENDED HOMEROOM, or LITURGY SCHEDULE.  IT 
WOULD NOT INCLUDE THE PM BLOCK WHEN SPECIAL PROGRAMMING IS 
PLANNED FOR YOUR STUDENT.  STUDENTS MUST SCAN OUT IN THE DEAN OF 
STUDENTS OFFICE BEFORE LEAVING THE BUILDING. 

Once students leave campus they may not return for any reason.  We cannot 
have students leaving campus and then returning for an activity or class.  
Students are responsible for reading the announcements and fulfilling any 
obligations mentioned in the announcements regarding this issue INCLUDING 
ANY CHANGES TO THE POLICY.  Also, anyone placed on Academic and/or 
Disciplinary Probation may NOT leave early. 

Violation of this policy will result in the privilege being revoked for a period of 
time – including the remainder of the semester or possibly for the remainder of 
the school year.  This is a PRIVILEGE and is not to be abused!
