Q: Will every student have their own District Device this year?

A: Yes, all students, K-12 will have a District Chromebook & charger assigned to them.

e Elementary students will maintain their District Chromebooks in the classrooms unless
otherwise advised by the Building Administrator.

e All students, grades K through 12, are expected to have their District Chromebook and
charger in school, every day.

> Students forgetting their device will not be provided w/loaner device for the day.

e Incoming 1st, 5th and 9th grade students will receive a new Chromebook which they will
maintain for four years. Graduating seniors will submit their devices at the end of the year to be

redistributed to incoming Kindergarten students.

e New for 2025-26: All incoming 5th & 6th grader Chromebooks will have a protective case.

Q: How do I report an issue with my child’s device or charger?

e Elementary: Students can report the issue to their homeroom teacher who will submit
a work order for the Technology Department to address.

e Secondary: Students can bring the device to the library during the scheduled time for
each building and be assigned a loaner device if needed.

Q: How does my child access Clever from home if using a personal device?
A: The link to Clever is located via the Staff tab on the KCSD website.

Our District Departments Board News Calendar [ “ ]

Q: Will families be able to enroll in a protection plan for student devices?

A: Yes, the optional Kennett Chromebook Protection Plan (KCPP) is a S50 per student annual fee that
provides protection for student’s District-provided Chromebook for a full year.

The KCPP provides 100% coverage for repairs or replacement of the District-provided Chromebook
that would otherwise be the responsibility of the student and/or parent/legal guardian.

The KCPP does not cover negligent or intentional damage to the device, a device that was lost, or
stolen devices without a police report, nor does the plan cover lost or damaged power cords.

Q: Will students still have the option to use their own device?

A: Please refer to the Student Handbook which includes updated Cell Phone, Personal Device
Guidelines. At the elementary level, students may not use a cell phone or personal device. At KMS,
personal device use is strictly prohibited, except in extenuating circumstances with explicit
authorization from administrator or classroom teacher. At KHS, cell phone and personal device usage
in the classroom is strictly prohibited unless explicitly authorized by the classroom teacher.

*Even if a student is allowed to use a personal device per teacher discretion, it must be an approved device
and all students must have their District Chromebook and charger accessible in school at all times.

e Students who repeatedly fail to bring their District device to school could have wifi restricted on personal device.
e Approved Devices: Chromebooks (not exceeding the AUE, Windows 11 or newer, Apple laptops & iPads*
e *Beaware, there are limitations with iPads & other tablets when trying to access online content.

Q: Can parents "opt-out” of their elementary students bringing
District devices home?

A: YES, only if a student has technology at home and can effectively access Clever and all the
necessary District programs to complete their activities. However, all parents still need to complete
the Technology Agreement Form, within the Skyward Parent Portal, regardless of taking the device
home or not.

Q: What are the typical costs associated with repairing devices?

A: As indicated in the Technology Agreement Form: By accepting a District Chromebook,
you hereby agree to the following; Assume full responsibility of the Chromebook and incur

any costs associated with negligent or intentional damages that may occur while in my
possession, including full replacement in the event of theft.

e Elementary Headsets > Replacement Cost: S10/ USB, S16 non-USB

e Lost /Damaged Charger > Replacement Cost: S36

e Keyboard / Trackpad Damage > Repair Estimate: S80

e Broken Audio Port > Repair Estimate: S100

e Broken Display > Repair Estimate: $S120

e Liquid Spills > Repair Estimate: S180

e Mechanical Failure / Loss of Device > Full replacement: S240

A todos los estudiantes de K-12 se les asignard un Chromebook y un cargador del distrito.

¢Las familias podran inscribirse en algun tipo de plan de proteccion para los
dispositivos de los estudiantes?

e Si, el Plan de Proteccién de Chromebooks Kennett (KCPP) opcional consiste en una cuota anual de
$50 por estudiante que protege la Chromebook proporcionada por el Distrito durante un afio
completo.

e El KCPP ofrece una cobertura del 100% para reparaciones o reemplazos de la Chromebook
proporcionada por el Distrito que, de otro modo, serian responsabilidad del estudiante o de sus
padres o tutores legales.

e EIKCPP no cubre dafios intencionales o negligentes al dispositivo, la pérdida del dispositivo ni el
robo de dispositivos sin denuncia policial, ni tampoco cubre la pérdida o daro de los cables de
alimentacion.

Los dispositivos personales estan permitidos a discrecion del maestro, si es un dispositivo
aprobado (ver a continuacién), aun sea aprovado tiene que traer su Chromebook y cargador
del distrito y manterlos accesibles en la escuela en todo momento.

e Los estudiantes que no traigan su dispositivo del Distrito a la escuela posiblemente se les
limitaria el acceso a la internet en su dispositivo personal.

e Dispositivos aprobados: Chromebooks (que no excedan el AUE, Windows 11 o posterior,
computadoras portatiles y iPads de Apple*)

e *Tenga en cuenta que existen limitaciones con iPads y otras tabletas al intentar acceder a
contenido en linea.

¢Pueden los padres "optar por no participar” que sus estudiantes de primaria lleven a
casa los dispositivos del Distrito?

Si, solo si un estudiante tiene tecnologia en casa y puede acceder efectivamente a Clever y a
todos los programas necesarios del Distrito para completar sus actividades. Sin embargo,
todos los padres atin deben completar el Formulario de Acuerdo de Tecnologia, dentro del
Portal para Padres de Skyward, independientemente de si se llevaron el dispositivo a casa o no.

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KCSD Student Acceptable Use Guidelines, 2025-26

Our school believes in the power of technology to enhance learning, communication, and collaboration. To make the most of
these resources, our Student Acceptable Use Guidelines are designed to help ensure that we use computers, the Internet, and
other network resources responsibly, effectively and safely.

Purpose of Technology Resources

The primary purpose of the technology resources provided by the school is to facilitate learning, teaching, and daily
operations. These resources include computers, electronic communication systems, and network access (wired or wireless).
They offer opportunities for accessing information, engaging in research, collaborating with peers, and enhancing the
educational experience.

Access to Technology
Students, staff, and authorized individuals are given access to the school's computers, network, and Internet, whether on
school property, during events, at home, or using personal devices for appropriate school-related educational and operational
purposes.
e Al K-12 students are assigned a District Chromebook and assume full responsibility of the device and charger,
including incurring any costs that occur while in your possession, including full replacement in the event of theft.
e Elementary students will maintain their District Chromebooks in the classrooms unless otherwise advised by the
Building Administrator.
e Secondary students are expected to bring their fully charged District Chromebook and charger to school every day.
e  Personal device use in the classroom is at the discretion of the teacher, (if an approved device).

Educational Use

Use school-provided devices and network resources for learning purposes. Install only approved software and apps. Do not
attempt to bypass security measures or access restricted content. Whether using school-owned devices, personal devices, or
another entity's devices, the focus is on appropriate school-related educational and operational purposes.

Responsible Use
