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Emerson High School uses a standard-based sys-

tem for students to earn credit. Each session, stu-

dents are provided the learning target (s) to be as-

sessed. Students who demonstrate proficiency on 

the assessment at the end of each session and 

complete all formative work to standard, receive 

credit. Students must pass the session in order to 

earn a .125  credit in any given course. Typically a 

student could earn up to one credit per class in a 

year. No credit under .125 will be given.

¶ We will provide a safe, healthy, orderly, and 

trusting climate which supports strong 

relationships between adults and students.

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Attendance  
Responsibility for Attendance 

Students and parents/guardians are responsible for school 

attendance. Within 48 hours of an absence, the parent or 

legal guardian of any student who is absent from school is 

expected to:  

1. Leave a phone message on the EMHS  

Attendance Line at 425-936-2306;  

2. Send an email to the Attendance Secretary, at 

EmersonHSAttend@lwsd.org;  

3. Supply a parent/guardian or physician note; or 

4. Leave a note on an absence notification from 

ParentSquare for up to 4 days after the missed day. 

The parent/guardian must report the absence for students 

living at home. Using the chart on the next page and 

professional judgment, the school will determine whether an 

absence is excused or unexcused. The parent/guardian is 

responsible for explaining the circumstances for the 

absence, NOT for determining whether the absence is 

excused or unexcused. 

LWSD is using ParentSquare for automated attendance 

notifications. Families will receive the absence notification 

through email and text first, instead of a robocall. If the 

system indicates families did not receive, open, or read the 

text message or email within a certain amount of time, then a 

robocall will go out. Parents/guardians can also leave notes 

on an absence through ParentSquare. 

Late Arrivals/Tardies/Leaving Campus  

Students arriving up to 10 minutes late will be marked 

òtardyó by the teacher. Students arriving after 10 minutes 

late will be considered absent but the absence will reflect 

that the student attended part of class with a òY.ó Students 

leaving campus during the day for appointments or illness 

need to sign out through the main office and a parent or 

guardian must excuse the absence by calling the attendance 

line within 48 hours with the reason for the absence. 

Tardy/Absent Policy 

¶ When arriving late, students should go directly to class. 

Enter the classroom quietly, take their seat, and do not 

interrupt. 

¶ If student is more than 10 minutes late, s/he will be 

marked absent and an automated phone call will made 

home that evening. 

¶ Students with excessive tardies may be placed on an 

attendance contract which may result in disciplinary 

consequences and probation.

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Breakfast/Lunch  
Nutrition Services offers a limited breakfast program at 

Emerson. Some options that are provided include items that 

can be heated in the microwave such as breakfast 

sandwiches. There are other cold items available such as 

cereal, breakfast bars, and bagels and cream cheese. 

Breakfast is available daily between 7:30-7:50 a.m. and 

between classes until fourth period.  

School meals  

Nutrition Services offers a daily lunch program and limited 

breakfast program. Nutrition Services will post menus 

monthly.  

Families that previously qualified for free or reduced-priced 

meal benefits will need to reapply to continue receiving 

district-supported fee reductions and benefits such as 

extracurricular non-credit activities and summer school fees. 

Emerson participates in the free and reduced lunch program; 

obtain forms from the registration packet and/or the main 

office. ONE application covers the whole family; turn in 

application at youngest childõs school. 

Bell Schedules (Daily Schedules)  
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Cell Phone Policy  
It is important to Emerson High School staff that we increase 

student engagement in learning, develop a growth mindset 

among students, and create a community that can foster 

stronger social skills and a more robust social support 

system. This requires students to be able to focus on 

schoolwork and engage with classmates and school staff in 

order to be present and engaged in their education and 

community of our school. 

As such, we have changed our policy regarding cell phones at 

school. Starting with the first day of school in the 2025-2026 

school year, students will be expected to adhere to the 

following rules during class time: 

¶ Cell phones and related personal technology must be away 

and out of reach for the duration of each class period.  

¶ No use of other personal electronic devices during class 

time including, but not limited to, ear buds, headphones, 

tablets, and handheld video games such as Switches. 

¶ During class time, phones (and other devices) need to be in 

the teacher-directed storage space. 

¶ Students leaving class during the period must leave their 

phone in the teacher-directed storage space. 

Students may use their phones and headphones during 

passing periods, lunch and before and after school.  

Some important details regarding use of phones in schools:  

1. Students are not permitted to take their phones when 

leaving classrooms to use the restroom.  Students who 

have/are using their cell phones in hallways during class 

periods and restrooms will be referred to the office.  

2. Students will be able to use their cell phones/AirPods/

headphones before/after school, during passing periods, 

and at lunchtime.  

3. Unauthorized recording of classes, teachers, or peers is 

forbidden by LWSD policy. This includes creating 

recordings of others without their permission in hallways, 

the Commons, and restrooms.  

4. Soliciting, sending or receiving ònudesó or inappropriate 

photos of minors is against the law and a violation of 

school policy.  

Please Note: לStudents with a documented medical need to 

use a phone (i.e. Using an app to monitor blood sugar) will, of 

course, still be permitted to do so. 

If a student is struggling to meet these expectations, EmHS 

staff will respond as follows:  

Teacher response to initial cell phone behaviors:  

1. Give student 1-2 reminders and reteach the expectation. 

2. Contact parents/guardians regarding cell phone 

behavior and concerns about the impact of cell phone 

use on student learning.  

2nd Violation:  

1. Teacher referral to EmHS administrative team.  

2. Administrators will address cell phone issue with the 

student, follow-up with parent/guardian, and report 

outcome to referring teacher.  

If the above interventions do not result in behavior change, 

the following progressive interventions and consequences 

will follow:  

¶ 3rd Violation: Student will be required to lock their device 

safely in the office until the end of the day.  

¶ 4th Violation: Student will be required to lock their device 

safely in the office until the end of the day + Discipline 

Consequence.  

¶ 5th Violation: Student will be required to lock their device 

safely in the office until the end of the day + Parent/

Guardian will be required to come to campus to discuss 

incident and pick up the phone.  

¶ 6th Violation: Student will no longer be permitted to have 

a phone on campus.  

We respectfully request that families/guardians refrain 

from contacting students via cell phone during class time.  

If you need to reach your student in an emergency, please 

contact the EmHS Main Office at 425-936-2300. 
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Early Dismissal/Late Arrival  
As part of their four-year program of study, all students are 

expected to register for and take seven credit-bearing 

courses each semester. A senior who is on track to satisfy all 

credit requirements for graduation may complete an 

application for Early Dismissal or Late Arrival. Requests for a 

class schedule with less than seven credit-bearing courses 

will be reviewed by an administrator. Possible exceptions to 

the six-class requirement are: 

¶ Employment 

¶ Medical need (with documentation) 

¶ Educational opportunities outside the school/district 

consistent with the studentõs High School and Beyond 

Plan.  

¶ It is necessary to gain approval from the studentõs 
counselor, principal and parent/guardian for late arrival or 

early dismissal.  

Entry Control System  
The safety and security of students is a top priority of our 

school and district. An entry control system allows schools to 

keep all exterior doors locked and requires all visitors to use 

a video call system to request entry.  

Learning Center  
Learning Center is an independent learning program for 

students. Students in the Learning Center can complete 

many of their high school graduation requirements. The bulk 

of the course work is independent with contact time with 

instructors. 

Official Transcript Requests  
It is the studentõs responsibility to request an official 

transcript from any and all institutions attended. To request a 

transcript please contact the school registrar at 

EmersonHSRegistrar@lwsd.org. The cost of $5.00 per official 

transcript. 

Open Campus 
Emerson is an open campus. This means students may enter 

and leave campus during the day subject to their own class 

schedules. It does not mean visitors are allowed on campus. 

This policy requires that students be highly responsible in 

managing their time so they are not tardy or absent from 

classes and that they are good neighbors to our community. 

For those who wish to remain on campus, there are places to 

study, and school lunch service is available. 

ParentSquare  
Information/events will be emailed to all families periodically 

throughout the school year through Parent Square. Please be 

sure the office has a current email(s) to guarantee receipt.  

Running Start  
Running Start is a state-funded program made available in 

Washington State public schools in partnership with 

community colleges. Running Start is available to high school 

students at the junior and senior level. It allows qualified 

students to take college courses whereby they may apply the 

credits to both high school graduation requirements and to 

college degrees. Students are encouraged to contact the 

counselor if interested in learning more.  

Security Cameras  
Security cameras exist in public areas only around the 

Emerson campus to promote and foster safe and secure 

schools and diminish the potential for personal and district 

loss or destruction of property.   

Transportation  
Youth Ride Transit Free! 

Riding Metro gives kids the freedom to go places and have 

fun with their friends. AN ORCA youth card is available to 

youth ages 6-18. These riders can now take transit for free 

thanks to Move Ahead Washington, a statewide 

transportation funding package. With an ORCA youth card, 

students can transfer easily to any participating transit 

agency, they donõt need to carry cash, and can save a lot of 

money because they get credit for what they already paid for 

their ride! Visit the My Orca website for more information. 

Vacation Policy  
We recognize there are many reasons why a family may 

choose to take their student out of school on a vacation; 

however, students cannot maximize their educational 

experience when they are absent. A significant amount of 

teaching and learning takes place during class time and 

cannot be duplicated at home. Family vacations must be 

prearranged in order to be considered excused. The 

Prearranged/Arranged Absence form must be completed and 

turned in 5 (five) schools days before the absence. Failure to 

follow the procedure may result in the absence being 

reported as unexcused.
