Herron-Riverside High School is a classical, liberal arts and
sciences, college preparatory high school and a public,
Innovation charter school in partnership with the Mayor's
office and Indianapolis Public Schools. Located in the
historical Heslar Naval Armory on the near Northwest side
of Indianapolis, Herron-Riverside was founded in 2017 as a
replication of Herron High School, one of the highest
performing high schools in Indiana. As the two high schools
in the Herron Classical Schools network, HHS and HRHS
have earned the ranking of the #1 and #2 charter high
schools in Indianapolis (U.S. News and World Report, 2024).
