2. Are students required to declare a major?

2. Is there a different GPA requirement to be
considered for this program than to be accepted to
the college?
3. How competitive is it to get accepted into this
major?

1. Where is the college/university located?
2. Is it a rural or urban campus?
3. Is it a public or private school?
4. Is the school religiously affiliated?
5. Does the school offer 2- or 4-year degrees?
6. How many students are in the freshman class?

3. What will my dorm room come with?
     a. Is bed-lofting available?
     b. Is wireless internet available in the dorms?
4. May I select a roommate?
5. Will I have a Residential Advisor (RA) on my floor?
6. Are there dining halls in the dorm?
7. Are freshman allowed to have cars?
