1. It should be noted that in the current literature, dual credit and dual enrollment are often used interchangeably. Terminology differs by region and institution. Because there is not a standard term for a dual enrollment model in which university faculty teach a university syllabus to high school students, the three terms—Credit Focus, Curriculum Focus, and Experience Focus—were created for the context of an internal discussion at Rutgers University—Camden.   
These terms—Credit Focus, Curriculum Focus, and Experience Focus—were created as descriptive terms for this conversation. They are not widely used in the literature.
