EXCESSIVE ABSENCES (Excused AND Unexcused)

Upon reaching this hourly threshold, the following will occur:

1. The district will notify the student’s parents in writing
2. The student will follow the district’s plan for absence intervention; and
3. The student and family may be referred to community resources.

HABITUAL TRUANCY (Unexcused Only)

Upon reaching this hourly threshold, the following will occur:

1. The student will be assigned to an absence intervention team.

2. The district will develop the student’s absence intervention plan.

3. If the student does not make progress on the plan within 60 days or
continues to be excessively absent, the district may file a complaint in
juvenile court.

 How to Use:

Ask Teacher for permission

After Teacher grants permission, log into SmartPass App and
CREATE PASS

Wait until pass is Approved

Notify teacher that your pass is Approved

Return within the expected time

Click END PASS

= Passes to Library, Nurse, Guidance, Office, Teacher Classrooms, etc.
Pass created classroom teacher
Student must report directly to adult at the destination and inform
the adult that the pass needs to be ended
Returning students will need to request that supervising adult
