Funding Title I funds will be allocated for the implementation of the parent and 
family engagement program. Such programs, activities, and procedures 
will be planned and implemented with meaningful consultation with 
parents of participating children. Parents and family members of children 
receiving Title I, Part A services shall be involved in the decisions 
regarding how funds reserved for PFE activities are allotted for parental 
involvement activities. 

Review Midland High School will involve parents, in an organized, ongoing, and 
timely way, in the planning, review, and improvement of its Title I, Part A 
programs, including the planning, review, and improvement of the school 
parent and family engagement policy and the joint development of the 
campus’s schoolwide program plan. The LEA’s and campus’s Title I, Part 
A programs are subject to audit by the Texas Education Agency to 
ensure that Title I, Part A program requirements are being met.
