In the 20242025 school year, Proposition 28 funding has been strategically utilized to
significantly expand and enhance TK—12 arts education across the Los Alamitos
Unified School District. Guided by the law’s requirement to “supplement, not supplant”
existing programs, these funds allowed our district to broaden student access to
high-quality instruction in visual and performing arts.

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Elementary schools (Hopkinson, Lee, LAE, Rossmoor, Weaver, McGaugh, and Oak) implemented a comprehensive TK–5 Visual Arts program for the first time, made possible by the hiring of a shared certificated Visual Arts teacher and three dedicated instructional assistants. Music instruction was also strengthened by increasing a general music position to full-time and hiring two music instructional assistants, ensuring that every elementary student received regular instruction in both visual art and music.

Middle schools (Oak and McAuliffe) expanded elective offerings through the addition of two 0.2 FTE certificated positions in visual art and drama. Support staff included one vocal music/show choir instructional assistant and two instrumental music instructional assistants, enhancing the quality and reach of our performance-based programs.

At the high school level (Los Alamitos High School), Prop 28 funding enabled the district to hire new instructional support staff, including assistants for vocal music/show choir, dance choreography, drama/theatre, and visual arts. Two 0.4 FTE certificated teachers were added in instrumental music and visual arts (photo/digital arts), alongside the creation of a new gallery assistant position. These hires enabled additional course sections, expanded gallery programming, and improved individualized student feedback and support.

To support productions across all grade spans, the district increased the Theatre Production Technician position from 18.75 to 28.75 hours weekly. This role now supports the use of the Performing Arts Center and McGaugh Auditorium for K–12 events, including concerts, musicals, and art showcases.

Overall, 2.97 FTE certificated, 0.10 FTE classified, and 9.3 FTE instructional aides were funded, serving 8,740 students across 9 school sites. These programs are deeply aligned to the vision of Prop 28—to ensure equitable, sustained access to arts education for all students.
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
