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EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION

District 742 Early Childhood Education Program has earned the high-
est possible “4-Star Parent Aware” rating from the Minnesota Depart-
ment of Human Services. This rating indicates that a school is using best
practices that help prepare children for kindergarten.

Star Parent Aware Early Childhood
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Quarryview Education Centeris a state-of-the-art learning facility that
includes an early childhood education wing specifically designed for
early learners. In addition to child classrooms and parent classrooms,
the wing boasts a library, two gyms, and a fenced-in space with a
bicycle track and playground.

ECFE (Early Childhood Family Education) is available for parents and
their children from birth to kindergarten entry. Based on the belief that
parents are their child’s first and most important teacher, classes focus
on development of caring, competent and confident parents and
children. The ECFE class catalog can be accessed online, anytime.

EARLY CHILDHOOD SCREENING is required by MN law for all children
entering kindergarten in public school. District 742 provides a stan-
dardized assessment for children ages 3 1/2 to 4. The screening can
assist in identifying services that children may benefit from before
starting kindergarten.

PRESCHOOL is offered atf nine locations for children of all ability levels.
Through hands-on and age-appropriate learning activities, preschool
children build confidence and self-direction, learn to follow rules,
manage change and resolve conflicts peacefully. Class sizes are kept
small in order to provide individual attention for each child.

DUAL LANGUAGE IMMERSION

All students are provided the unique oppor-
tunity when entering kindergarten and first
grade to enroll in one of District 742's Dual
Language Immersion programs. These
programs immerse students in a second
language, allowing them to become bilin-
gual at an early age. Students who learn two languages demonstrate
enhanced learning ability, academic and linguistic performance,
cognitive advantages and statistically higher SAT scores. Spanish
Immersion is offered at Clearview and Westwood Elementaries, South
Junior High and Tech High School, while Chinese Immersion is at Madi-
son Elementary, North Junior High and Apollo High School. All students
living within District 742 boundaries are eligible to enrollin an immersion
program and are able to receive full transportation services regard-
less of what school attendance area they reside in.

CENTRAL MINNESOTA VIRTUAL ACADEMY

Central Minnesota Virtual Academy (CMVA) is an online learning
program certified by the Minnesota Department of Education that
offers space, place and pace flexibility. CMVA provides a student
centered learning environment with asynchronous learning and real-
time support. Classes are taught by licensed teachers using standards-
based curriculum and is open to all students of all abilities in grades
9-12 both within District 742 and throughout the state. Students have
the opftion to enroll in either a full-time or part-time online learning
environment.

Music education teaches skills and promotes values that lead

to personal development such as self-discipline, dedication,
teamwaork, self-confidence and practice. All students have
the option to take advantage of classroom music and, begin-
ning in grade six, students have the chance to discover new
talents by enrolling in orchestra, band or choir. Art, music
and theater are also offered adding dimension to students’
core learning.

CAREER & TECHNICAL EDUCATION

Career Technical Education (CTE) programs are a sequence of
courses that integrates core academic knowledge with technical
and occupational knowledge and skills to provide students a pathway
fo postsecondary education and careers. CTE teaches transferable
workplace skills in applied learning contexts to provide opportunities
fo explore high-demand career options, and gives students the tech-
nology and skills needed for success in adult life.

Whether students take one CTE course or enrollin an entire CTE program,
CTE is an important part of every student’s well-rounded education.
Regardless of the CTE pathway, CTE experiences build the transfer-
able skills that lead to success in career and college. CTE classes inform
students about how their skills apply to foday’s occupations and also
provide students with arealistic picture of their future in the world of work.

INNOVATION & TECHNOLOGY

District 742 teachers are always looking for ways to integrate technol-
ogy fo enhance learning and prepare students to succeed in today
and tomorrow’s society. As part of this vision, sfudents are given the
opportunity to learn with a variety of tools including Chromebooks,
iPads, Interactive Whiteboards, Google Apps for Education, and so
much more! Through the Inspire 1:1 initiative, every student in grades
6-12is provided a device to accelerate their learning in school and at
home. With a focus on bringing computational thinking into the class-
room, elementary students have opportunities to work with robots and
coding as well as parficipate in “unplugged" lessons which infroduce
computer science concepts through activities.
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TALENT DEVELOPMENT & ACCELERATED
ACHIEVEMENT

The Talent Development program is an open-access, needs-oriented
program for students with demonstrated high achievement or the
potential for high achievement in reading, writing, creative and crifical
thinking, math and problem-solving. Elementary students have oppor-
tunities to meet their academic needs through strategic program-
ming within the school day through the Young Scholars program and
the Total School Cluster Grouping model. In addition, the elementary
schools offer a range of extracurricular activities aimed to challenge
stfudents beyond the classroom. In grades 7-12, students have the
opportunity to participate in advanced level courses and extracur-
ricular activities in the areas of academics and the arts. This includes
honors level courses and a large variety of advanced placement
courses.

CAREER & COLLEGE ACADEMIES

Career and College Academies create learning pathway opportuni-
fies for all students leading to a successful post-secondary educational
experience and/or a career. Students will discover and explore their
inferests and become equipped with the knowledge, skills, dispositions
and confidence necessary to successfully complete post-secondary
fraining, resulting in a career path of their choice. Academiesinclude,
Business, Entrepreneurship, Communication & Arts (BECA), Health
Science, Human Service & Hospitality (HHH), and Manufacturing,
Engineering & Nafural Resources (MENR).

ELECTIVES & ADVANCED PLACEMENT
