School 

Elite Scholars Academy is a college preparatory magnet middle and high school enrolling 785 students in grades 6–12. The school opened 

in the summer of 2009 and graduated its first senior class in the spring of 2014. Elite Scholars Academy is accredited by the Advanced Ed 

(formerly SACS) and holds membership in the College Board, National Association for College Admission Counseling, and 

Cambridge Assessment International Education.  

Curriculum 

The academic program is organized on a traditional schedule. Six credits per semester is the maximum course load (unless a student 

participates in dual enrollment); students take six fifty-five-minute classes daily. Traditional classes are divided into semesters (1st and 2nd) 

to equal a full year credit. All of the courses here are either honors, AP (Advanced Placement), or AICE Cambridge International. 

The school gained Cambridge Accreditation 2021, being the first school in Georgia of its kind. Cambridge Offerings (8): 9th English 

Gen Paper, 10th English Language, Global Perspective & Research Studies, Thinking Skills, Advanced Psychology, Classical Studies, 

Environmental Management, and Advanced Spanish Language
