The program runs every day from 3:00-5:00 PM and costs 
$10/scholar/day.  Please visit our WRVS website, 
www.wrvschool.org and complete the sign-up paperwork if you would 
like to sign-up your scholar(s). 
 

If your scholar will attend on an occasional basis, please complete 
the “Plan of Attendance” paperwork, the Friday before the coming 
week. Payment is due weekly, by cash or check.  
 

We will help any family complete the subsidy paperwork (on our 
website) for those qualifying families.  TAKE ADVANTAGE of this 
great program, staffed by your teachers, AND the opportunity to not 
have to pay for it (subsidy).  
 

If your scholar will not be attending the ASP on a day they 
normally attend, please send a bus note with them that day.
