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DESCRIPTION Founded in 1905, McCallie is a private school serving boys in grades 6-12. Approximately 249 boys attend
the middle school (grades 6-8] and 737 attend the upper school (grades 9-12]. About 50% of upper schaool boys fram 25
states and 29 countries are hoarding students. Close to 50% of students receive tuition assistance. McCallie is located in
Chattanooga, Tennessee, a growing city of 190,000 with a metropolitan population of 550,000.

MISSION McCallie School, grounded in Christian principles, shapes and transforms boys— heart, soul, mind and
body—and prepares them for life. Through academic excellence, intentional development of faith, character, and
leadership, and a school community distinguished by deep relationships and enduring brotherhood, McCallie is
unparalleled and life-changing.

FACTS AND FIGURES

» McCallie students represent a wide range of ahilities, interests and aspirations. As a result, they attend colleges and
universities of all types and sizes in a wide variety of locations. The 184 members of the class of 2025 attend 100 different
colleges in 26 states, the District of Columbia, Canada, Scotland, Switzerland, Mexico, and Finland. 64 students (35% of
the class] are the only McCallie seniors heading to their schoal.

» Over the last five years, McCallie students have matriculated to over 250 different colleges and universities.

» Faculty-to-student ratio is 1:8; average class size is 14. McCallie’s 120+ full- and part-time faculty have earned 68
masters degrees and 13 doctoral degrees.

» Students choose from 30 Fine Arts and Performing Arts courses in Upper School. 125 students are in Upper School
music courses. There will be three stage productions this year, all in coordination with sister school GPS.

» McCallie students may create an independent study course in conjunction with a faculty member in order to further
explore an academic passion.

» Tornado Term or “T-Term” is inspired by the belief that a valuable education includes exploration, contemplation,
reflection, experimentation, and perspiration. For eight days in the winter, students take non-traditional, hands-on
courses with outside speakers, project-hased learning and off-campus travel. Seniors, with the guidance of a faculty
advisor, complete an internship during T-Term.

COURSE OF STUDY

McCallie challenges students to achieve at their highest levels in individually-tailored courses of study.

Each student must enroll each semester in at least 4 core courses from English, Math, Histary, World Languages, and
Science. Students must also enroll in a fifth course: an additional core course or a course in Fine Arts, Performing Arts,
Bible, and Computer Science. Students who complete grades 9-12 at McCallie are required to take two courses in Bible and
two courses in Fine/Performing Arts.

McCallie does not rank its students. Courses are calculated to arrive at the Cumulative Weighted Grade Point Average,
posted on the transcript. Grades earned in Honors and Advanced Placement courses are raised by 1/3 of a letter grade.
Only courses and grades completed at McCallie are included on the transcript and in the GPA calculation.

ADVANCED WORK

Enrollment in honors and Advanced Placement classes depends on a student’s performance in previous classwork. In
general, students are encouraged to pursue advanced work in areas of interest and aptitude, with thoughtful attention to
the balance of their overall schedule and activities.

McCallie offers 22 Advanced Placement courses, though they do not necessarily represent the highest academic level in
some disciplines. For example, a number of students progress beyond the Calculus BC course to college-level classes like
Multivariable Calculus and others. In English, juniors may enroll in AP English Literature and Compasition; senior courses
include an array of advanced electives.
