COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course, continues the progression for students interested in a career in Graphic Arts Technology. This class will
prepare Seniors for careers or post-secondary programs in Graphic Design and Production. In conjunction with Graphic
Design Tech 1V, the course is set up as an on-site production facility with students participating in its entire operation.
These advanced students become Team Leaders in a collaborative learning experience with classmates and “clients” working
on individual and team projects with a focus on design and production methods. Projects produced in this course will be
production work for the school, and student’s personal work, and may include publishing; laser, dye sublimation, full
spectrum transfer, embroidery, stop motion and video production technology. Students will predominantly use the Adobe
Creative Cloud suite.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

Students will be able to:

explain and demonstrate safety procedures.

formulate strategies for brainstorming and organizing content.

identify needed resources, tools and technologies for project production.
prepare a project plan with steps,timeline, resources and budget.

effectively communicate project status/progress.

identify career opportunities of personal interest in graphic design technology.
plan a route to gaining required skills, post-secondary education, and experience.
effectively communicate with all stakeholders throughout the project.

provide meaningful feedback to the team to keep the project on track and progressing;
collaborate with the work team to solve problems and overcome obstacles.
adapt to unexpected challenges.

manage a graphic design project through completion.

demonstrate graphic design technology production skills.

demonstrate communication and problem solving skills.

measure the success of their final product against stated objectives.

COURSE POLICIES AND REQUIREMENTS

Grading Communication

® Specific grading expectations and practices will be communicated to all students and families at the start
of the school year via a consistent format.

e If students ot parents have questions about grading practices, they should follow the district's established
chain of command structure (see district website) with the first contact being to the teacher and then to
the school administration.

e Buildings will send out reminders of the importance of checking students' grades in the Grading Portal
with directions.

® Teachers will notify guardians when students fall into the F range after October 1st.

Grade Reporting

e For a processed piece or "chunked" assignment that is part of a larger task, feedback and the grade shall
be shared before the next step in the process, so long as students have submitted their work at those
checkpoints, on time.

® Grades for summative assessments shall be entered within 10 school days from the date of submission or
the date it was due, whichever is later.

® Grades for formative assessments shall be entered within 5 school days from the date of submission or

the date it was due, whichever is later, and prior to any subsequent assessment.

Guidelines for Late Work :

Teachers will accept late work for both summative and formative tasks beyond the due date.

Teachers will not accept late work beyond the deadline for late work. The deadline is defined as the next
class period from the due date of the assignment or the alternative date that the teacher and student may
agree upon depending on individual circumstances.

Teachers may reduce the total points students can achieve as a penalty for late work up to the deadline.
Students will earn a zero (0) if the assignment is not submitted or is submitted after the deadline.

Late work only consists of assignments with an expected due date. Assessments, such as tests, quizzes and
in class assignments, must be taken on the scheduled date except in cases of make-up assessments due to
an excused absence.

REASSESSMENT GUIDELINES:

Eligibility of assessments | Teachers of the same course will determine which summative assessments are
eligible. Students can select any part of a project to reassess. Reassessments
may not be allowed one week before the end of a term.

Process Students have two class periods in which to indicate they would like to take a
reassessment. Teachers will make clear to students their preferred method for
students to request reassessment (e.g. email or filling out a simple
form/spreadsheet).

Frequency Students will have the opportunity to reassess on two summatives per year but
not more than one per term (quarter).

Assessment Format Based on discussion between the student and teacher, students will revise
portions of the original assessment in which they did not show proficiency.

Gradebook impact Original and reassessment scores will be averaged in the gradebook.
