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RCSS Student Selected as One of Two Georgia Delegates for U.S. Senate Youth

AUGUSTA, GA – Jaylin Deshawn Hillsman, a senior at A.R. Johnson Health Science and 

Engineering Magnet High School, was selected as one of only two students in Georgia to 

serve as a delegate for the 2025 United States Senate Youth Program (USSYP). Jaylin will 

represent Georgia during USSYP Washington Week, held March 1-8, 2025.
